examine the same, and, if he finds them to be in proper 
form and within the provisiorn> of thi8 act, he shall in­
dorse his approval thereon. The articles of amendment 
shall then be recorded in the office of the Becretary of 
the Commonwealth in a book to be by him kept for the 
purpose. '!'he article8 amendment, together with the in­
<lorsements thereon, shall then be recorded in the office 
for the recording of deeds in the county where the prin­
cipal place of business is situate. 

Section 14. Any association may cease to do business 
and be dhisolved in the same manner as corporations of 
the second class are dissolved under the general corpora­
tion laws of the Commonwealth. 

Section 15. No a8sociation organized under the pro­
visions of this act shall be liable for the payment of any 
State tax upon its capital stock, or upon any scrip, 
bonds, certificates, or other evidences of indebtedness 
issued by such corporation, and all stocks, bonds, et 
cetera, isimed by such as8ociations shall be exempt from 
all State taxation; and such associations shall not be re­
quired to file with the Department of Revenue of this 
Commonwealth the reports relative to such taxes as are 
or may be by law required of corporations not exempt 
from the payment of such taxes. 

Section 16. If any clause, sentence, paragraph or part 
of this act shall, for any reason, be adjudged by any 
court of competent juri8diction to be invalid, such judg­
ment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder 
thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the 
clause, sentence, paragraph or part thereof directly in­
volved in the controversy in which said judgment shall 
have been rendered. 

Section 17. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent here­
with are hereby repealed. 

Section 18. This act shall become effective immediately 
upon final enactment.

A JOINT RESOLUTION 
Continuing the joint legislative committee created to study the 

production and. marketing of milk. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of ReprPsentatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania in GPneral As!';emhly met, That the joint legisla­
tive committee created by concurrent resolution, serial 
number one hundred and thirteen, as supplemented by 
concurrent resolution, serial number one hundred and 
thirteen A, at the session of the General Aasembly of

one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three, is hereby 
continued after the adjournment of the General .As­
sembly of one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three. 

Section 2. Said committee shall continue to study and 
investigate (a) the production, preparation, distribution 
and marketing of milk, (b) the wholesale and retail 
prices of milk, ( c) the milk laws and regulations of this 
and neighboring states, and (cl) whether any discrim­
inations are practiced against milk produced in Penn­
sylvania, and to take t11e testimony of such witnesses as 
may be deemed necessary to ascertain the full facts which 
will enable the committee to draft and report proper 
legislation to aid the dairy farmer in securing a reason· 
able price for milk produced. · 

Section 3. The members of the committee shall serve 
without compensation, and shall have power to employ 
such experts, derks, and assistants as may be deemed 
necessary. 

Section 4. Said committee shall have power to issue 
subpU'nas un<ler the han<l and seal of its chairman or 
any member thereof, duly attested by the secretary, re­
quiring and commanding any officer, person or persons 
to appear before it and to answer such <1uestions touch­
ing matters properly being inquired into by the com­
mittee, and to produce such books, papers, records and 
uocumcnts as the committee may deem necessary. Such 
subpumas may be served upon any person, and shall 
have the same force and effect as subprenas issuing out 
of the courts of this Commonwealth. Each member of 
the committee shall have power to issue oaths and affir­
mations to witnesses appearing before it. .Any person 
who shall wilfully neglect or refuse to appear and tes­
tify, or to produce any books, papers, records and docu­
ments, shall be sub,ject to the penalties provided by the 
laws of this Commonwealth in such cases. 

Section 5. The committee shall make a report of its 
findings, together with drafts of such legislation as it 
deems necessary to carry out its recommendations, to the 
General Assembly of one thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-five.
