one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three, is hereby 
continued after the adjournment of the General .As­
sembly of one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three. 

Section 2. Said committee shall continue to study and 
investigate (a) the production, preparation, distribution 
and marketing of milk, (b) the wholesale and retail 
prices of milk, ( c) the milk laws and regulations of this 
and neighboring states, and (cl) whether any discrim­
inations are practiced against milk produced in Penn­
sylvania, and to take t11e testimony of such witnesses as 
may be deemed necessary to ascertain the full facts which 
will enable the committee to draft and report proper 
legislation to aid the dairy farmer in securing a reason· 
able price for milk produced. · 

Section 3. The members of the committee shall serve 
without compensation, and shall have power to employ 
such experts, derks, and assistants as may be deemed 
necessary. 

Section 4. Said committee shall have power to issue 
subpU'nas un<ler the han<l and seal of its chairman or 
any member thereof, duly attested by the secretary, re­
quiring and commanding any officer, person or persons 
to appear before it and to answer such <1uestions touch­
ing matters properly being inquired into by the com­
mittee, and to produce such books, papers, records and 
uocumcnts as the committee may deem necessary. Such 
subpumas may be served upon any person, and shall 
have the same force and effect as subprenas issuing out 
of the courts of this Commonwealth. Each member of 
the committee shall have power to issue oaths and affir­
mations to witnesses appearing before it. .Any person 
who shall wilfully neglect or refuse to appear and tes­
tify, or to produce any books, papers, records and docu­
ments, shall be sub,ject to the penalties provided by the 
laws of this Commonwealth in such cases. 

Section 5. The committee shall make a report of its 
findings, together with drafts of such legislation as it 
deems necessary to carry out its recommendations, to the 
General Assembly of one thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-five.

'l'o amend tl1e aC't, approved the elt'>cntli day of .Tune, one thou­

sand eight hundred and 81',·rnty-ninc (Pamphlet Laws, one huu· 
dred forty-eight), entitled "An art to require all magistrates 
anil other otflC'ials in eities of the :!lr11t, ~econd and third l'lass, 
authorized to take RC'ltnowledgments and adminiRkr onth~. to 
perform ~urh ~f'n;re free of C'harge for 1m1diers and willow~ of 
1oldier11, when tt1aking a:ffidaYit to papers for the purpose of

drawing pensions," extending the provisions of the act to all 
magistrates, aldermen, justices of the peace, or other persons 
authorized to take aeknowledgments and administer oaths, and 
to papers other than those connected with pensions. 

Section J. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, approved 
the eleventh day of .June, one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred forty­
eight), entitled "An act to require all magistrates and 
other officials in cities of the first, second and third class, 
authorized to take acknowledgments and administer 
oaths, to perform such service free of charge for soldiers 
and widows of soldiers, when making affidavit to papers 
for the purpose of drawing pensions,'' is hereby amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter it shall 
be the duty of any magistrate, alderman, justice of the 
peace, or any other person authorized to take acknowl­
edgments and administer oaths, to perform such service 
for any soldier, widow or orphan of a soldier, or soldier's 
parents, who may apply to them for the purpose of mak­
ing affidavit to papers for the purpose of obtaining pen­
sions and all other papers connected with and referring 
to the military service of any ex-service person, free of 
charge therefor. [Provided, That the provisions of this 
act shall only apply to magistrates, aldermen, justices of 
the peace, or other persons authorized to take acknowl­
edgments in cities of the first, second and third class.]

AN ACT 

To amend section twenty, sections twenty-six, twenty-nine, thirty 
and thirty-two as amended, and to repeal sections twenty-seven 
and twenty-eight, of the act, approved the eleventh day of May, 
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (PamphlPt Laws, 
five hundred twenty-two), entitled ''An act relating to dogs, 
and the protection of live stock and poultry from damage by 
dogs; providing for the licensing of dogs by the Senetary of 
Agriculture; providing for the enumeration of dogs by asses· 
sors; regulating the keeping of dogs, and authorizing their 
destruction in certain cases; providing for the protertion of 
licensed dogs, and for dogs temporarily imported for trial, show, 
and breeding purposes; prescribing certain privilrges for hunt­
ing dogs, and dogs owned or used by the Board of Game Com­
missioners; pro'l'iding for the assessment of damages done to 
li'l'e stock and poultry by dogs, and for the illegal killing of 
licensed dogs, and t11e payment of such damages by the Com· 
monwealth; imposing powers and duties on errtain State, 
county, city, borough, town, and townRhip offirers anil em­
ploye,a; direrting the payment of all moneys c.o!lected into the 
State Treasury; and malting an appropriation thereof; and 
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
