AN ACT

To further amend the first paragraph of section two hundred
twelve of the act, approveg the eighteenth day of May, one
thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hun-
dred nine), entitled ‘¢ An act to establish a public sechool gystem
in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the pro-
visions by which it shall be administered, and preseribing pen-
altios for the violation thereof; providing revenue to establish
and maintain the same, and the method of collecting sueh reve-
nue; and repealing all laws, general, special or local, or any
parts thercof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith,’’ as
amended.

Section 1. Be it enaeted, &e., That the first paragraph
of section two hundred twelve of the act, approved the
eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred nine), entitled
““An act to establish a publie school system in the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions
by which it shall be administered, and preseribing pen-
alties for the violation thereof; providing revenue to
establish and maintain the same, and the method of col-

lecting such revenue; and repealing all laws, general, 1

special or local, or any parts thereof, that are or may be
inconsistent therfewith,’”’ as amended by seetion four of
the act approved the twenty-ninth day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, two
hundred forty-three), is hereby further amended to read
as follows:

Section 212, When any school distriet in this Com-
monwealth hereafter, for any cause, becomes a school
distriet of another class, as herein provided, a new board
of school directors shall be appointed therein, if it be-
comes a distriet of the first class, in the same manner as
school directors in districts of the first class are now
appointed. If it becomes a distriet of any of the other
classes, and the number of directors therein are increased,
the additional direetors shall be appointed or elected as
vacaneies in the board of direetors are now filled and for
terms corresponding to those of directors in other school
districts of the same class. When the change reduces the
number of directors in such distriet, the school directors
then in office shall hold office during the respective terms
for which they were eleeted; and as vacancies are about
to happen by the expiration of the terms of any direc-
tors, a [suffielent] number of directors shall be elected
at the munieipal election preceding such vacancies [to
provide such distriet with the number of directors to
which it is entitled under the class of distriets to which
it belongs.] equal to the number of dircctors required by
law to be rlected at the corresponding election in other
school districts of the same class.
