AN ACT

To further amend section three hundred and two of the act, ap-
xldJ;roved the twenty-fourth day of May, one thousand nine hun-
red and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred fifty-
nine), entitled ‘*An act concerning game and other wild birds
and wild animals; and amending, revising, consolidating, and
changing the law relating thereto,’’ providing for the identi-
fieation of persons applying for licenses.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That section three hun-
dred and two of the aet, approved the twenty-fourth
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-
three (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred fifty-nine), en-
titled ‘‘An aet concerning game and other wild birds
and wild animals; and amending, revising, consolidat-
ing, and changing the law relating thereto,”’ as last
amended by the act approved the ninth day of April, one
thousand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws,
four hundred forty-four), is hereby further amended to
read as follows:

Section 302. Resident License Fee——Hach such resi-
dent as provided in the preceding section, upon applica-
tion made, verbally or in writing, to any county treas-
urer within the Commonwealth, [and] the presentation
of proof that he is a citizen of the United States and a
bona fide resident of this Commonwealth under the re-
quirements of this article, and the establishment of his
identity to the satisfaction of the authority issuing the
license by producing ¢ bank book, letiers, lodge cards,
police cards, or a motor vehicle driver’s licemse or some
other positive means of identification, and in the case
of naturalized foreign-born applicants the production
of such applicant’s naturalization papers, and the pay-
ment to said county treasurer, or to the Department of
Revenue, of two dollars, shall be entitled to the license,
herein designated as a resident hunter’s license, and a
tag with the number of the license thereon.

It is unlawful for any county treasurer or any of his
representatives, or for the Department of Revenue, to
knowingly issue a resident hunter’s license to any person
physieally or mentally unfitted to carry or use firearms.
