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Section 17. In addition to the powers heretofore granted, the Gen­
eral .Assembly may authorize eities and boroughs to assess the costs of 
highway improvement, consisting of paving, curbing, and the incidental 
grading and draining, or either or any of them, upon abutting prop­
erty, in all cases where no prior assessment has been .made for a similar 
improvement.

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and Honse of Representa­
tives of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in General Assembly met, 
That the following amendment to the Constitution of Pennsylvania be, 
and the same is hereby, proposed, in accordance with the eighteenth 
article thereof:-

That article nine of the Constitution of Pennsylvania be amended 
by adding thereto the following section: 

Section 16. In addition to the purposes stated in article nine, sec­
tion four of this Constitution, the State may be authorized by law to 
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<~l'eate debt and to issue bonds, to the amount of fifty millions of dollars, 
for the payment of compensation to certain persons from this State 
who served in the Army, Navy, or Marine Corps of the United State:,; 
during the war between the United States and Spain, between the 
twenty-first day of April, one thousand eight hundred and ninety­
eight, and the thirteenth day of August, one thousand eight hundred 
and ninety-eight, or who served in the China Relief Expedition, in the 
Philippines or Guam, between the twenty-first day of April,' one thou­
sand eight hundred and ninety-eight, and the fourth day of July, one 
thousand·nine hundred and tw-0, or who served in the Army, Navy, or 
Marine Corps of the United States during the World War, between the 
sixth day of April, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen, and the 
elevfnth day of November, one thousand nine hundred and eighteen.

Proposing an amendment to article eight, section one, of the Constitution of the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House of Representa­
tives of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in General Assembly met, 
That the f!>llowing amendment to the Constitution of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania be, and the same is hereby, proposed, in accord­
ance with the eighteenth article thereof :-

That section one of article eight is hereby amended to read as fol­
lows: 

Section 1. Every citizen twenty-one years o:f age, possessing the 
following qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at all elections, sub­
.iect, however, to such laws requiring and regulating the registration 
of electors as the General Assembly may enact. 

1. He or she shall have been a citizen of the United States at least 
one month. 

2. He or she shall have resided in the State one year (or, having 
previously been a qualified elector or native born citizen of the State, 
he or she shall have removed therefrom and returned, then six months) 
immediately preceding the election. 

3. He or she shall have resided in the election district where he or 
Bhe shall offer to vote at least two months immediately preceding the 
election.
