A PROCLAMATION

I, GIFFORD PINCHOT, Governor of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, have caused this proclamation to issue, and in compliance
with the provisions of article four, section fifteen of the Constitution
thereof, do hereby give notice that I have filed in the office of the Sec-
retary of the Commonwealth, with my objections thereto, the tollowing
.bills passed by both Houses of the General Assembly, viz:

House Bill No. 1418, entitled ‘““An aect declaring and adopting the
azalea nudiflora, also known as the wild azalea, wild honeysuckle and
pinxter bloom, as the Pennsylvania State flower.”’

Senate Bill No. 1, entitled *‘ An act authorizing counties of the sec-
ond class and cities of the second class to appropriate sums of money
to aid in defraying expenses of entertaining the stated convention of
the National Encampment of the United Spanish War Veterans in the
year one thousand mnine hundred and thirty-four.”’

Senate Bill No. 3, entitled ‘‘An aet authorizing cities of the first,
second and third classes to defray the expenses of National encamp-
ments of eertain organizations of veterans.”

Senate Bill No. 144, entitled ‘‘An act to amend section two of the
act, approved the twenty-ninth day of April, one thousand nine hun-
dred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred), eniitied ‘An act ere-
ating, in counties having over eight hundred thousand, and less than
one million five hundred thousand inhabitants, aceording to the last
preceding United States census, a board to fix and determine the num-
ber and cowmpensation of employes in all county offices, hoards, hu-
reaus, departments, and divisions thereof; prescribing the powers and
duties of said board, and regulating appeals from the decision thereof’;
defining the voting power of members of the salary hoard.”
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Senate Bill No, 348, entitled ‘‘ An act permitting sheriffs in counties
of the third class to collect the cost of schedules of distribution on
sheriff’s sales of real estate.”’

Senate Bill No, 460, entitled ‘“An aet providing for the appointment
of township police in townships of the second class; defining their
powers and duties; providing for their compensation; vequiring the
keepers or persons in charge of jails, lockups or station houses to re-
ceive persons arrested by such policemen; and prohibiting such police-
men from charging or accepting additional compensation,’’

Senate Bill No. 645, entitled ‘‘ An act to amend section five of the
act, approved the nineteenth day of August, oue thousand nine hun-
dred and thirty-two (Pamphlet Laws, ninety-two), entitled ‘An act
to provide revenue by imposing an emergency sales tax for State
purposes upon sales of tangible personal property by vendors, as
herein defined; presceribing the method and manner of collecting such
tax; and providing penalties,” extending the time for payment of
the emergeney relief sales tax by extending the time of payment of said
tax under eertain circumstances.’’

Senate Bill No. 995, entitled ‘‘ A supplement to the aet, approved
the eighth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred forty-eight), entitled ‘An aet providing
for the joint acquisition and maintenance by the Commonwealth of
Pennsgylvania and the State of New Jersey of certain toll bridges over
the Delaware River,” and its amendments, authorizing the commission
created under said act to borrow money from the Reconstruetion
Finanee Corporation for the purpose of constructing toll bridges, to
charge tolls thereon, and to repay loans from tolls collected.’’

House Bill No. 1312, entitled ‘“An act providing for the filling of
vacaneies in certain county offices i in counties of the first class, and fix-
ing the terms of such appointees.’’

House Bill No, 1441, entitled ““An act to amend section one of the
act, approved the tenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty—one (Pamphlet Laws, four hundred thirty-four), entitled ‘An
act to empower courts of competent jurisdietion to issue writs of exe-
cution against property of defendant, and attachment execution or in
the nature of attachment execution against trusts, including those
commonly known as spendthrift trusts no matter when such trusts
were created, in cases where an order, award or decree has been made
against a husband for the support of his wife or children, or both;
making such attachment execution against trusts a continuing lien
and levy for fifty per centum of such money or property until the
order, judgment, or decree is paid in full with costs; and abolishing
the benefit of the exemption law in such cases,” by making such sup-
port orders, deerees, and judgments liens against the real property of
the husband.’’

House Bill No. 1563, entitled ‘‘An act to amend section one of the
act, approved the twenty-second day of June, one thousand nine hun-
dred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred eighty-three),
entitled ‘An act relating to proceedings where goods or chattels have
been levied upon or seized by the sheriff, and claimed to belong to
others than the defendant in the execution or process, and relieving the
sherift from liability therefor,” by further preseribing procedure npon

- rules for interpleaders.”’
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House Bill No. 244, entitled ‘‘An act to amend secetion fourteen of
the act, approved the second day of May, one thousand nine hundred
and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred twenty-
nine), entitled ‘An act to safeguard human health and life by provid-
ing for the licensing and regulation of persons and entities dealing in
milk for human consumption; conferring powers and imposing duties
on the Secretary of Health, and the Advisory Health Board, and other-
wise providing for the administration of the aet; and imposing pen-
- alties,” by giving the courts of the county wherein alleged violation
occurs, or the residence or place of business of the complainant, juris-
dietion in equity proceedings under the act.”’

Senate Bill No. 49, entitled ‘‘ An act to amend sections one hundred
and eighty-three and three hundred and sixty-six of the act, approved
the fourteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled ‘An act concerning
townships; and revising, amending, and consolidating the law relat-
ing thereto,’ providing for the appointment of the county treasurer
as tax collector in certain cases, and for the filling of vacancies where
a tax collector fails to give bond.”’

Senate Bill No. 1338, entitled ‘‘ An act fixing the fee for the filing of
applications for pardon.’’

Senate Bill No. 385, entitled ‘‘An aet providing for the fixing of
galaries or compensation of all appointed officers, eclerks, and other
employes paid from the county funds in counties of the sixth, seventh
and eighth classes; and ereating salary boards in certaim counties.”

Senate Bill No. 848, entitled ‘‘A supplement to the act, approved
the eighth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred forty-eight), entitled ‘An aet providing
for the joint acquisition and maintenance by the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania and the State of New Jersey of certain toll bridges over
the Delaware River,” and its amendments, authorizing the commission
created under said act to borrow money from the Reconstruction
Finance Corporation for the purpose of comstrueting toll bridges, to
charge tolls thereon, and to repay loans from tolls collected.”

House Bill No. 188, entitled ‘‘An act to amend section one hundred
seventy-four of the act, approved the second day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two
hundred seventy-eight), entitled ‘An act relating to counties of the
second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; and
revising, amending and consolidating the laws relating thereto,” pre-
seribing the oath to be taken by members of the board of viewers.”’

Senate Bill No. 678, entitled ‘‘ An act to amend sections four hundred
and twenty-two and four hundred and twenty-three of the act, ap-
proved the second day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-
nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred seventy-eight), en-
titled ‘An Act relating to counties of the second, third, fourth, fifth,
sixth, seventh and eighth eclasses; and revising, amending and con-
solidating the laws relating thereto,” removing the expenditure limit
within which counties may contribute to the eost of the funerals of
deceased service persons.’’

House Bill No. 1511, entitled *‘ An act to amend section four hundred
and twenty-six of the aet, approved the second day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two
hundred seventy-eight), entitled ‘An act relating to counties of the
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second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; and
revising, amending and consolidating the laws relating thereto,’ as
amended, by defining the term ‘Service man or woman.’ »’

ITouse Bill No. 1140, entitled ‘‘An act to amend paragraph nine of -~
section one of the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of June, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, eight hun-
dred fifty-eight), entitled ‘An act establishing a state employes’ re-
tirement system, and creating a retirement board for the administra-
tion thereof; establishing certain funds from contributions by the
Commonwealth and contributing State employes, defining the uses and
purposes thereof and the manner of payments therefrom, and provid-
ing for the guaranty by the Commonwealth of certain of said funds;
imposing powers and duties upon the heads of departments in which
State employes serve; excepting annuities, allowances, returns, bene-
fits, and rights from taxation and judicial process; and providing
penalties,” as amended, by further extending the time limit for hecom-
ing original members of the retirement association.’’

House Bill No. 1185, entitled ‘“ An act creating borough and town-
ship poor distriets in the county of Wyoming, to he administered by
overseers of the poor; and abolishing the county poor district,””

Senate Bill No. 702, entitled ‘‘An act to repeal the act, approved
the twentieth day of April, one thousand nine hundred twenty-seven
(Pamphlet Laws, three hundred ten), entitled ‘An act regulating the
compensation of sheriffs for boarding prisoners confined in the county
jail in the eounties of the seventh class.” ”’

House Bill No. 1524, entitled ‘‘ An act defining the liability on the
bond of the treasurer of poor districts in certain cases.”’

House Bill No. 1701, entitled ‘‘An act to amend seetion two hundred

and twenty-two of the act, approved the second day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand
two hundred seventy-eight), entitled ‘An aect relating to counties of
the second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; and
revising, amending and consolidating the laws relating thereto,” pro-
viding a procedure to provide for the holding of two or more county
offices in counties of the sixth elass by the same person.’’
. House Bill No. 1371, entitled ‘“ An aet to further amend sections
five and six of the act, approved the tenth day of June, one thousand
eight hundred. and- ninety-three (Pamphlet Laws, four hundred nine-
teen), entitled ‘An act to regulate the nomination and eclection of
public officers; requiring certain expenses incident thereto be paid
by the several counties; and punishing certain offenses in regard to
such elections,” by increasing the number of sisners to nomination .
papers, changing the time for filing same, and changing the time for
filing objections thereto.”’

Senate Bill No. 266, entitled ““An aet to provide for the hospitaliza-
tion of tubercular patients in State-aided hospitals when State owned
institutions established for that purpose are unahle to provide
therefor.”

Senate Bill No. 399, entitled ‘‘ An act authorizing the hoard of coun-
ty commissioners of eounties of the second class to appropriate monies
toward the maintenanece of the organized reserve of the Army of the
United States, and for assistance of conventions and meetings of
associations of officers of the Officers Reserve Corps of the Army of the
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United States; and validating, ratifying and approving all such ap-
propriations heretofore made.”’ '

House Bill No. 1972, entitled ‘“An act to amend section six hundred
and three as amended, and section six hundred and twenty-two, of
the act, approved the seventeenth day of May, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Liaws, seven hundred e1oh‘ry-n1nc),
entitled as amended ‘An act relating to insurance; establishing an ~
insurance department; and amending, revising, and consolidating the
law relating to the licemsing, qualification, regulation, examination,
suspension, and dissolution of insurance companies, Lloyds Associa-
. tioms, reeciprocal and interinsurance exchanges, and certain societies
and orders, the examination and regulation of fire insurance rating -
bureaus, and the licensing and regulation of insurance agents and
brokers; the serviece of legal process upon foreign companies, associa-
tions or exchanges; providing penaltics; and repealing existing laws,’
by defining the right of corporations to be licensed as insurance agents
or insurance brokers.’’

House Bill No. 1031, entitled ‘‘An act to amend section fourteen of
the act, approved the eighteenth day of July, one thousand nine hun-
dred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand forty-three), en-
titled ‘An aet establishing a public school employes’ retirement sys-
tem, and creating a retirement board for the administration thereof;
establishing certain funds from contributions by the Commonwealth
and contributing employes, defining the use and purposes thereof and
the manner of payments therefrom, and providing for the guaranty by
the Commonwealth of certain of said funds; imposing powers and
duties upon boards having the employment of publie school employes;
exempting annuities, auowances returns, benefits, and rights from
taxation and Jlldleldl process; and prowdlng penaltles, as amended
by ﬁxmﬂ’ a minimum monthly eompensatmn for certain retir ed
teachers.’

House Bill No. 960, entitled ‘‘ An act to amend section one hundred
and thirteen of the act, approved the fifteenth day of April, one thou-
sand eight hundred and thirty-four (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred
thirty-seven), entitled ‘An act relating to counties and townships and
county and township officers,” as amended, by requiring a deputy con-
stable in cities of the first and second class to work under or through
the constable who appoints him.’’

House Bill No. 1731, entitled ‘“An act to further amend clause (a)
of section four, and clause (a) of section five, of the act, approved the
eighteenth day of April, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws, five hundred forty-nine), entitled ‘An act to permit
the use of voting machlnes for recording and computing the vote at
all elections, 1nclud1ng primaries in any county, city, borough or
township of the Commonvwealth, at the option of the electors theleoi
preseribing regulations with reference to the adoptien, requirements,
examination, purchase, installation, preparation, custody and demon-
stration of use of voting machines; providing rules and regulations
for the econduet of elections held with voting machines; preser ibing the
quahﬁeatlom number and duties of election officers in eleetion dis-
triets in which voting machines may be used; placing duties upon
county eonmmissioners “and the Secr vtary of the Commonwealth; pro-
viding for redivision of wards of cities and horoughs into eleehnn
distr 1(,ts and the consolidation of eleetion districts; plovldmw for the
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payment of expenses incident to the purchase and use of voting ma-
chines by the counties in which they are used; and providing penalties

House Bill No. 870, entitled ‘“ An act relating to the redemption of.
real estate purchased by counties at tax sale.”’
House Bill No. 1280, entitled ‘*An act exempting persons, assoeia-
* tions, copartnerships, and corporations, moving and delivering furni-
ture, goods, and merchandise only in cities of the first class, from the
duty to procure certificates of public econvenience.”’ :

House Bill No. 1526, entitled ‘‘An act to add section fifty-four and
one-tenth to the aet, approved the second day of May, one thousand

-nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two
hundred seventy-eight), entitled ‘An act relating to counties of the
seeond, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth eclasses; and
revising, amending and consolidating the laws relating thereto,” by
defining the liability on the bonds of county officers given to the Com-
monwealth and to the county in certain eases.’’

House Bill No. 1325, entitled ‘*An act providing that the lien of any
tax or municipal claim assessed upon or with respeet to real property
and of any judgment entered therefor, and any execution to enforee
such lien or judgment, shall be limited to the property against which
said tax has been assessed and shall not impose personal liability upon
the owner of such property.’’

Senate Bill No. 153, entitled ‘‘An act to amend clause (d) of see-
tion ten of the act, approved the first day of May, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hun-
dred sixteen), entitled ‘An act to define real estate brokers and real
estate salesmen; and providing for the licensing, regulation, and su-
pervision of resident and nonresident real estate brokers and real
estate salesmen and their business,” as amended, by defining the
powers of the courts on appeals from the Department of Public In-
struction.”’

House Bill No. 1925, entitled ‘‘An act authorizing persons em-
ployed under any system of State work relief to work out per capita
school taxes of himself and members of his family; and providing for
the payment of such taxes.”

House Bill No. 647, entitled ‘° An aet to amend section three of the
act, approved the seventh day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, four hundred fifteen), entitled ‘An
act relating to the qualification, jurisdietion, powers, and duties of
registers of wills, and regulating proceedings before said registers, and
the costs thereof, the effects of their acts, and appeals therefrom,’
by requiring registers of wills to notify bodies politiec for religious or
charitable uses of devises and hequests to them.’’

House Bill No. 1277, entitled ‘‘ An act relating to writs of execution
on goods and chattels, and regulating the period within whiech such
property must be sold to preserve the lien of a levy thereon; and pro-
viding that sheriffs or coroners may return any such writ if no sale
shall be made thereon within said period, unless the sale be stayed by
Iaw or an order of court; and relieving them from liability.”’

House Bill No. 2061, entitled ‘* An act providing for the transfer of
the State Nursery, at Milton, from the Department of Highways to
the Department of Forests and Waters.”

Hoeuse Bill No, 257, entitled “*An aet to amend sections thirty-seven
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and thirty-eight of the act, approved the tenth day of July, one thou-
sand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred fifty-
seven), entitled ‘An act to provide for the personal registration of
electors as a condition of their right to vote at elections, and their en-
rollment as members of political parties as a further condition of their
right to vote at primaries, in cities of the first elass of this Common-
wealth, by removing from- office all existing registration commissioners
and their appointees in said eities, and authorizing the Governor to
appoint registration commissions therein; defining the jurisdiction of
said commissions, and the powers and duties of the commissioners
constituting same, and of their appointees, including registrars, in-
spectors of registration, clerks, and counsel; fixing their qualifications,
terms of office, and compensation; granting them certain immunity
from arrest on registration days; and empowering such inspectors to
arrest without warrant certain persons committing certain offenses
in violation of this act in their presence, as well as to enter and inspeect
buildings given as residences of electors to interrogate the inmates
thereof, to copy or demand a list of the lodgers therein, and to super-
vise the econduet of registrars; regulating the registration of electors
at polling places by registrars, and at the offices of commissions by
commissioners, and the right of parties or bodies of electors to have
watchers thereat, and the preparation and use of street lists and other
records of those registered; allowing the mames of persons not en-
titled to vote to be struck from the registers in certain cases; per-
mitting all records regarding registration to be inspected and copies
by any elector under certain conditions; directing how the registers
shall be used at elections and primaries; compelling the attendance
of witnesses and payment of witness fees; and providing penalties for
refusal to obey subpcoenas; directing receivers of taxes to appoint
chief clerks of commissions as deputies to colleet poll taxes and to give
receipts therefor; authorizing such clerks to administer oaths, sign
subpeenas and vouchers, and to collect and disburse witness fees; pre-
seribing a method for challenging persons applying for registration,
and the proeedure for the correction of registers, and for appealing
from actions of registrars to said commissions; and allowing for ap-
peals from the decisions of the commissions in certain cases to eourts
of common pleas; imposing certain duties upon election officers and
upon the councils, treasurers, controllers, receivers of taxes, police
officers, and other officials of said cities and upon the courts, judges,
prothonotaries, sheriffs, commissioners, peace officers, and other officials
of the judicial districts and counties in which said cities are situated
or with which they are coextensive; legalizing certain acts required
hereby if done on any Sunday or legal holiday; requiring said eities
to provide for the maintenance of said commissions, and the eompensa-
tion of their appointees, and the payment of all expenses necessary to
carry out the provisions of this act, and to transfer the unexpended
halances of all appropriations heretofore made for the personal regis-
tration of electors of said cities during the year one thousand nine
hundred and nineteen and for the use of the said commissions; punish-
ing and fixing penalties for violations hereof; and repealing all legis-
lation ineonsistent herewith,” regulating the correction of registers
upon petitions ol eleetors hy placing the hurden of proof upon the
petitioner in proceedings to strike uames from the register.”’

Senate Bill No. 561, entitled ‘ An aet to amend section one of the
act, approved the first day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred fifty-five), entitled ‘An act
regulating the letting of certain contracts for the erection, construction
and alteration of public buildings,” providing that in such cases,
separate contracts shall be awarded for the structural steel and orna-
mental iron work.”’

Senate Bill No. 560, entitled ‘‘ An act to amend section one thousand
eight hundred and five of the act, approved the twenty-fourth day of
June, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one
thousand two hundred six), entitled ‘An aet concerning townships of
the first elass; amending, revising, eonsolidating and changing the
law relating thereto,” providing that in awarding eertain contracts for
the erection, coustruction and alteration of public buildings, separate
bids shall be received for the structural steel and ornamental iron
work.”’

Senate Bill No. 1465, entitled ‘‘An act to amend section one of the
act, approved the seventeenth day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and thirteen (Pamphlet Liaws, five hundred seven), entitled ‘An aet
to provide revenue for State and county purposes, and, in cities co-
extensive with connties, for city and county purposes; imposing taxes
upon certain classes of personal property; providing for the assessment
and collection of the same; providing for the duties and compensation
of prothonotaries and recorders in connection therewith; and modify-
ing existing legislation which provided for raising revenue for State
purposes,’ as amended, by exempting interest hearving accounts in any
bank or banking institution, savings institution, or trust company
from taxation under the provisions of said act.”’

Senate Bill No. 537, entitled ‘‘An aet to amend section one of the
act, approved the twenty-fifth day of June, one thousand eight hun-
dred and ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred ten), entitled
‘A further supplement to ‘‘An act to provide for the ineorporation
and regulation of eertain corporations,’’ approved April twenty-ninth,
one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four,” by providing that all
corporations organized not for profit shall have authority to issue
capital stock to an amount not exceeding five hundred thousand
dollars.” :

House Bill No. 1779, entitled ‘‘An act to amend section one of an
act, approved the eighth day of June, one thousand nine hundred
twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, six hundred eighty-five), entitled ‘An
act prescribing the fees for the office of Secretary of the Common-
wealth,” by increasing certain fees to be collected by the Secretary of
the Commonwealth.’”’

Senate Bill No. 1425, entitled ‘‘ An act to further amend part of
section one of the act, approved the thirteenth day of June, one thou-

Senate Bill No. 158, entitled ‘‘An aet to amend section six as
amended, and section eight, of an act, approved the twelfth dayv of
July, one thousand nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, seven
hundred nineteen), entitled ¢ An act regulating certain politieal parties;
providing for and regulating the nomination of candidates of sueh
political parties for certain public offices, the election of delegates and
alternate delegates to National party conventions, and of certain party
officers, including State committeemen; a method wherehy eleetors of
such political parties may express their choice of candidates for the
office of President nf the United States; and the payment by the sev-
eral counties, and their reimbursement by the State, of the expenses of
the same; authorizing the State committee of a political party to make,
and to alter, amend, and revoke, rules; and providing penaltiex for
the violation of the provisions of this aet, and for the punishment of
certain offenses provided for herein; and repealing inconsistent legis-
lation,’ prohibiting ecandidates for eertain offices from being candidates
for more than one party nomination, and requiring candidates’ affi-
davits from candidates for additional offices.”’

Senate Bill No. 100, entitled *‘An act relating to the relief of the
burden of loeal taxation; making an appropriation out of the Motor
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License Flund; providing for the allocation thereof to cities, towns,
boroughs and townships; preseribing the time, manner, basis and
purposes for and upon which such said money shall be allocated and
paid; specifying the uses for which said moneys may be expended;
and imposing powers and duties upon the Department of Highways,
the Auditor General, State Treasurer, and on cities, boroughs, towns
and townships, and officers thereof; and providing penalties.”’

Senate Bill No. 271, entitled ‘“An act making an appropriation to
the Liee Homeopathiec Hospital, Johnstown, Pennsylvania.”’

House Bill No. 1220, entitled ‘“An aet to amend section ten of an
act, approved the thirty-first day of May, one thousand nine hundred
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, four hundred sixty-eight), entitled ‘An
act providing for the establishment of a State Highway Department,
by the appointment of a State Highway Commissioner, two Deputy
State Highway Commissioners, chief engineer, chief draughtsman,
superintendents of highways, and a staff of assistants and employes;
defining their duties and the jurisdietion of the State Highway Depart-
ment, and fixing salaries of commissioner and deputies and other ap-
pointecs; providing for taking over from the counties or townships of
the Commonwealth certain existing publiec roads connecting county-
seats, prineipal cities, and towns and extending to the State line;
deseribing and defining same by route numbers as the State highways
of the Commonwealth; providing for the improvement, maintenance
and repair of said State highways solely at the expense of the Com-
monwealth, and relieving the several townships or counties from any
further obligation and expense to improve or maintain the same, and
relieving said townships or eounties of authority over same; requiring
boroughs and ineorporated towns to maintain certain State highways
wholly and in part; requiring the State Highway Commissioner to
make maps to be complete records thereof; copferring authority on
the State Highway Commissioner; providing for the payment of
damages in taking of property, or otherwise, in the improvement there-
of; providing for purchase or acquiring of turnpikes or toll-roads
forming all or part of any State highway, and procedure therein;
providing for work of improvement of State highways to be done by
contract, except where the State Highway Commissioner decides the
work be done by the State; providing aid by the State to counties and
townships desiring the same in the improvement of township or eounty
roads; defining highways and State-aid highways; providing method
of application for State aid in the improvement, maintenance and re-
pair of township or county roads and preseribing the contents of town-
ship, county, borough, or incorporated town petitions; providing for
percentage of cost of improvement or repairs to he paid by State,
county, township, borough, or incorporated town, and requiring con-
tracts by counties, townships, boroughs, and incorporated towns with
Commonwealth governing same; providing for the minimum width
of State highways and State-aid highways, and kind of materials to
be used in the improvement; providing for payment of cost of im-
provement and repairs; providing penalty for injuring or destroying
State highways; making appropriations to carry out the provisions
of the act: and providing for the vepeal of certain aects relating to
Highway Department and improvement of roads, and of all aets or
parts of acts inconsistent herewith; and providing that existing con-
traets are not affeeted by provisions of this aet,” as amended, relieving
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boroughs and incorporated towns from the responsibility for mainte-
nance of highways and bridges under the control of the Department of
Highways of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.”

House Bill No. 1519, entitled ‘‘ An act to regulate insurance com-

panies chartered under general or special laws of this Commonwealth
by providing that no director need be'a resident of any particular eity
or county, that the directors shall elect the president or appoint the
secretaries, that the residence of the president and secretaries need
not be in the county wherein the principal office of the company is
located, and that the annual meeting shall be held and reports shall be
publislied as provided in the by-laws.”’
" Senate Bill No. 345, entitled ‘‘ An act prohibiting contractors, sub-
contractors, and builders, and their agents, from paying out, using or
appropriating moneys and funds received for the erection, construec-
tion, alteration, completion and repair of buildings, and for additions
thereto, hefore first paying in full or prorata all claims due to archi-
teets, surveyors, engineers, and persons furnishing labor and material ;
imposing certain duties upon owners of buildings for the protection of
the claims of such architeets, surveyors, engineers, and persons; and
providing that the contractor in receiving payments on the contract
shall be the agent of such claimants.”’

Senate Bill No. 434, entitled ‘“An act making an appropriation to
the trustees of the Pennsylvania Military College, Chester, Pennsyl-
vania, for the training and eduecation of students.”’

House Bill No. 74, entitled ‘‘ An act to amend section one thousand
two hundred and seven of the aet, approved the first day of May, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, nine hun-
dred five), entitled ‘An act for the protection of the public safety;
regulating the use of highways, and the operation of vehieles, tractors,
street cars, trackless irolley omnibuses, bicycles, pedestrians, and the
riding of animals upon the highways of this Commonwealth; provid-
ing for the titling, including liens, encumbrances, and legal claims;
registration of certain vehicles and licensing the operators thereof,
upon payment of preseribed fees; preseribing and limiting the powers
of local authorities to deal with the subjeet matter of this act; con-
ferring powers and imposing duties upon the Department of Revenue,
the Department of Highways, peace officers, mayors, burgesses, magis-
trates, aldermen, justices of the peace, the courts and clerks thereof,
owners of vehicles, and garage keepers; providing that records are
admissible as evidence; imposing upon owners, counties, cities, hor-
oughs, incorporated towns, townships, within the Commonwealth, liahil-
ity for damages caused by the negligent operation of their motor
vehicles; imposing penalties; imposing certain costs upon counties;
providing for the disposition of fines, forfeitures, fees, and misecella-
neous receipts; making an appropriation and providing for refunds,’
as amended providing for the reimbursement from fines, penalties,
and forfeited bail eollected of counties for costs imposed on them as
the result of prosecutions under this aet, and for the adjustment of the
accounts of counties by the Auditor General.”

House Bill No. 1076, entitled ¢‘ An act requiring the Secretary of the
Commonwealth to inquire into the purposes of the incorporators of
labor groups, and to approve or disapprove their incorporation or right
to do business within the Commonwealth.”’

Senate Bill No. 897, entitled ‘“An act authorizing the issmance of
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serip for relief purposes by political subdivisions of this Common-
wealth; providing for the printing and issuance of serip and stamps
by the Commonwealth, for the creation of a serip redemption fund in
the State Treasury, and for the redemption of serip therefrom; im-
posing duties on the State Emergency Relief Board and the State
Treasurer; appropriating the moneys in the serip redemption fund;
imposing penalties for counterfeiting and otherwise tampering with
serip certificates or stamps; and making an appropriation.’’

Senate Bill No. 1477, entitled ““An aect to amend section four hun-
dred forty-three of the act, approved the ninth day of April, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred
seventy-seven), entitled ‘An act providing for and reorganizing the
conduct of the executive and administrative work of the Commonwealth
by the Executive Department thereof and the administrative depart-
ments, hoards, commissions, and officers thereof, including the hoards
of trustees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing,
creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of certain
administrative departments, boards, and commissions; defining the
powers and duties of the Governor and other executive and adminis-
trative officers, and of the several administrative departments, hoards,
commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governor, Lieuten-
ant Governor, and ecertain other executive and administrative officers;
providing for the appointment of certain administrative officers, and
of all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain depart-
ments, boards, and commissions; and preseribing the manner in which
the number and compensation of the deputies and all other assistants
and employes of certain departments, boards, and commissions shall
be determined,’ changing the personnel of the State Workmen’s Insur-
ance Board, preseribing their length of term, the method of filling a
vacaney on the board, the election by the board of a manager, and
preseribing certain of his powers and duties.

TTouse Bill No. 70, entitled ‘‘An aet to amend seetions sixty-nine
and seventy-one of the act, approved the twenty-seecond day of June,
one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, five hun-
dred ninety-four), entitled ‘An act establishing eertain township roads
as State highways; authorizing their construetion, maintenance, and
improvement under certain conditions and restrictions; limiting the
obligation of the Commonwealth in the construction of certain strue-
tures located on such highways: conferring certain powers upon the
Department of Highways and local authorities, persons, associations
and eorporations for sharing the cost of the maintenance and constrne-
tion of such highways; and making an appropriation to earry out the
provisions of said act,” by increasing the obligation of the Common-
wealth in the econstruetion of certain structures loecated on such
highways.”’

Senate Bill No. 42, entitled ‘“ An aet to amend sections two hundred
and twelve, two hundred and fourteen, seven hundred and one, and
seven hundred and nine of the aect, approved the ninth day of April,
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one
hundred seventy-seven), entitled “An act providing for and reorganiz-
ing the conduct of the exeeutive and administrative work of the Com-
monwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the administrative
departments, hoards, commissions, and officers thereof, including the
boards of trustees of State Normal Schools. or Teachers Colleges; abol-
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ishing, creating, reorganizing or amthorizing the reorganization of
vertain administrative departments, boards, and commissions; defining
the powers and duties of the Governor and other exceutive and ad-
ministrative officers, and of the several administrative departments,
boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and administrative
officers; providing for the appointment of certain administrative of-
ficers, and of all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain
departments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the manner
in which the number and compensation of the deputies and all other
assistants and employes of certain departments, hoards, and commis-
sions shall be determined,” by exempting the Department of Internal
Affairs from the provisions of said sections.’’

House Bill No. 1299, entitled ‘‘An aet to supplement the act, ap-
proved the twenty-sixth day of June, one thousand nine hundred and
thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand three hundred seventy-nine),
entitled ‘An aet ereating in counties of the third class a board for the
assessment and revision of taxes; providing for the appointment of
the members of such board by the county commissioners; providing
for their salaries, payable by the county; abolishing existing boards;
defining the powers and duties of such board; regulating the assess-
ment of persons, property, and oceupations for county, borough, town,
township, school, and poor purposes; authorizing the appointment of
subordinate assessors, a solicitor, engineers, and clerks; providing for
their compensation, payable by such counties; abolishing the office of
ward, borough, and township assessors, so far as the making of assess-
ments and valuations for taxation is concerned; and providing for the
aceeptanee of this act by cities,” by validating assessments made other-
wise than as provided therein, and authorizing county commissioners
to pay for services of assessors making such assessments.”’

House Bill No. 1566, entitled ‘‘ An aet establishing a State Publie
Works Planning Board; prescribing and defining its powers and
duties; granting authority to counties of the first, second and third
classes and cities to create local public works planning boards, and
defining their powers and duties; defining the relationship of the
State board to such loeal boards and to such classes of counties and
such cities where no such approved local boards exist on and after
January first, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-six; and making
an appropriation.’’

House Bill No, 1746, entitled ‘‘ An act establishing a State Emergency
Public Works Commission; preseribing and defining its powers and
duties, including the power to prepare an emergency program of con-
struetion projeets for the immediate creation of employment, with the
assistance of the various State agencies having charge of the construe-
tion of public works and the various duly eonstituted official planning
agencies or citizen-constituted planning bodies which have developed
general plan studies, to devise and recommend for adoption by local
and State governments draft of legislation establishing properly staffed
and empowered official planning bodies, to study and recommend, in
eeneral terms, such types of legislation as will encourage or effeet such
needed reforms of finaneial and taxing procedure as are particularly
related to the execution of public works, and which will also result in
the establishment of long-term programs of public works construetion
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and expenditure; providing for the terms, salaries, and compensation
of the members of the State board, its officers and employes.

House Bill No. 1791, entitled ‘‘ An act making an appropriation of
moneys in the Motor License' Fund to the Department of Public In-
struetion, and providing for the repayment of sueh moneys from the
Gteneral Fund.”

House Bill No. 2366, entitled ‘‘ An act making an appropriation out
of the Motor License TFund for hlﬂhway purposes 1n counties of the
first class.’’

House Bill No. 9, entitled ‘“An act to amend and further amend the
act, approved the ninth day of April, one thousandl nine hundred and
twenty-nme (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred forty-three), entitled ‘An
act relating to the finances of the State government; prowdmg for
the settlement assessment, collection, and lien'of taxes, bonus, and
all other accounts due the Commmwealth,' the collection and recovery
of fees and other money or property due or belonging to the Common-
wealth, or any agency thereof, including escheated property and the
proceeds of its sale, the custody and disbursement or other disposition
of funds and securities belonging to or in the possession of the Common-
wealth, and the settlement of claims against the Commonwealth, the
resettlement of accounts and appeals to the courts, refunds of moneys
erroneously paid to the Commonwealth, auditing the accounts of the
Commonwealth and all agencies thereof, of all public officers collecting
moneys payable to the Commonweatlh, or any agency thereof, and all
receipts of appropriations from the Commonwealth and 1mpos1ng pen-
alties; affecting every department, board, ecommission, and officer of
the State government, every political subd1v1s1on of the State, and cer-
tain officers of such subdivisions, every person, association, and corpo-
ration required to pay, assess, or collect taxes, or to make returns or
reports under the laws imposing taxes for State purposes, or to pay
license fees or other moneys to the Commonwealth, or any sgeney
thereof, every State depository and every debtor or creditor of the
Commonwealth making further provision for the settlement, assess-
ment, eollectlon, lien, and prooedure for collection of taxes and other
moneys due the Commonwealth,

House Bill No. 2103, entitled ‘‘An act providing for the reimburse-
ment by the State of counties for costs and the maintenance of pris-
oners imposed as the result of prosecutions under laws providing that
fines and penalties imposed under such laws, or forfeited bail recovered
as the result of sueh prosecutions, shall be payable into the State Treas-
ury or any fund thereof; providing for the audit of the aceounts of
counties by the Auditor General, and for the collection of amounts due
from counties, and for appeals by eounties to the Board of Financ¢e and
Revenue; and imposing powers and duties on the Auditor General and
the Department of Revenue, and eertain duties upon counties; repeal-
ing inconsistent acts; and making an appropriation.”

House Bill No. 22, entitled “An act prov1d1no' for and reorganizing
the conduet of the executive and administrative work of the Common-
wealth by the Executive Department thereof and the administrative
departments, boards, commissions, and officers thereof, including the
boards of trustees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges;
abolishing, ereatmg, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization
of certain administrative departments, boards, and commissions; de-
fining the powers and duties of the (overnor and other executive
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and administrative officers, and of the several administrative depart-
ments, boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and
administrative officers, deputies, and employes; providing for the ap-
pointment of certain administrative officers, and of all deputies and
other assistants and employes in certain departments, boards, and com-
missions; and preseribing the manmner in whieh the number and com-
pensation of the assistants and employes of certain departments,
boards, and commissions shall be determined.’’
