AN ACT 

To amend section three of the act, approved the fourteenth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-thre~ (Pamphlet 
Laws, eight hundred one), entitled ''An act authorizing the 
State Highway Department, the Public Service Commission, 
counties, cities, boroughs, and townships to purchase, or con­
demn by the right of eminent domain, free and unobstructed 
view over and across lands at certain highway, railroad, and 
railway intersections and curves, so as to prevent and permit 
removal of interference with and obstruction of the vision of 
users of said highways; and providing for the use of such lands 
in such manner as not to interfere with a free and unobstructed 
view,'' by providing for condemnation proceedings and assess­
ment of damages. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three of 
the act, approved the fourteenth day of June, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, 
eight hundred one), entitled ''An act authorizing the 
State Highway Department, the Public Service Com­
mission, counties, cities, boroughs, and townships to 
purchase, or condemn by the right of eminent domain, 
free and unobstructed view over and across lands at 
certain highway, railroad, and railway intersections and 
curves, so as to prevent and permit removal of inter­
ference with and obstruction of the vision of users of 
said highways; and providing for the use of such lands 
in such manner as not to interfere with a free and un­
obstructed view,'' is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 3. The proceedings for the condemnation of 
such view over and across such lands under the provi­
sions of this act, and for the assessment of damages 
for property taken, injured, or destroyed, shall be taken 
in the same manner as [is now] provided for the con­
demnation of land by the State Highway Department 
for road purposes, by the Public Service Commission 
for the purposes allowed by law, and by counties, bor­
oughs, and townships, for road purposes.
