Effective Date.—This act shall become
effective immediately upon its final enactment, and shall -

AN ACT

To amend section two hundred seven of the act, approved the
ninth day of April, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred seventy-seven), entitled ¢¢An act
providing for and reorganizing the conduet of the executive and
administrative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive
Department thereof and the administrative departments, boards,
commissions, and officers thereof, including the boards of trus-
tees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing,
ereating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization. of cer-
tain administrative departments, boards, and ecommissions; de-
fining the powers and duties of the Governor and other executive
and administrative officers, and of the several administrative
departments, boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the sal-
aries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other
executive and administrative officers; providing for the appoint-

ment of certain administrative officers, and of all deputies and.

other assistants and employes in certain departments, boards,
and commissions; and prescribing the manner in which the
number and compensation of the deputies and all other assistants
and employes of certain departments, boards and commissions
shall be determined,’’ requiring certain qualifications for the
Adjutant General.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two hun-
dred and seven of the act, approved the ninth day of
April, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred seventy-seven), entitled
““An act providing for and reorganizing the conduect of
the executive and administrative work of the Common-
wealth by the Executive Department thereof and the
administrative departments, boards, commissions, and
officers thereof, including the boards of trustees of State
Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creat-
ing, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of
certain administrative departments, boards, and commis-
sions; defining the powers and duties of the Governor
and other executive and administrative officers, and of
the several administrative departments, boards, com-
missions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Gover-
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nor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive
and administrative officers; providing for the appoint-
ment of certain administrative officers, and of all deputies
and other assistants and employes in certain depart-
ments, boards, and commissions; and preseribing the
manner in which the number and compensation of the
deputies and all other assistants and employes of certain
departments, boards and commissions shall be deter-
mined,’’ is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 207. Appointment.—The Governor shall
nommate and, by and with the advice and consent of
two-thirds of all the members of the Senate, appoint:

(a) The Secretary of the Commonwealth, the At-
torney General, the Superintendent of Public Instrue-
tion, the Adjutant General, the Insurance Commissioner,
the Secretary of Banking, the Secretary of Agriculture,
the Secretary of Forests and Waters, the Secretary of
Mines, the Secretary of Highways, the Secretary of
Health, the Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State
Police, the Secretary of Labor and Industry, the Seecre-
tary of Welfare, the Secretary of Property and Supplies,
the Secretary of Revenue, and the members of all inde-
pendent administrative boards and commissions.

The Adjutant General shall have the rank of Brigadier
General of the Adjutant Gemeral’s Department in the
Pennsylvania National Guard. No Adjutant General
shall be appointed who shall not have served at least ten
years as a commissioned officer in the Pennsylvanie Na-
tional Guard, or equivalent length of service in the
United States Army, at least five years of which service
shall have been as a commassioned officer. In ascertain-

. 1ing the service, herein required, the time a person served

in the army of the United States during any war, in
which the United States was engaged, shall be computed
double.

(b) Except as in this act otherwise provided, the
members of all departmental administrative bodies,
boards, and commissions, and the officers who shall fill
the departmental administrative offices mentioned in this
article.

(¢) Except as in this act otherwise provided, the
members of all advisory boards and commissions.

Section [3] 2. This act shall become effective imme-
diately upon final enactment.
