Section 148. If any person shall wilfully and ma- Breaking
liciously break, injure or destroy any window, [or] door Findows
or fizture belonging to any dwelling house, hunting lodge, knockers, etc.
-cabin, cottage, barn or out-house, parcel thereof; or
shall unlawfully and maliciously break or take off from
the door any knocker or bell-pull, or plate inscribed
with the name of the occupant, or number of the house
or other building; or shall wilfully and maliciously de-
stroy, take down, injure or deface any sign, put up by
an inhabitant to denote the place of his abode, ocecupa-
tion, business, [or] employment, or place of abode for
hunting, fishing or recreation purposes, such person shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction, shall
be sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding one hundred
dollars, or suffer imprisonment not exceeding six months,
or both, or either, at the discretion of the court.
