Providing for the appointment of assessors and clerks by boards
of revision of taxes in cities of the first class; fixing their
salaries; and repealing inconsistent acts.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the board of revi- Board of
sion of taxes, empowered by law to make the assessments fanon T
and valuations of taxes upon which city taxes are levied gities of the
and assessed, shall, in each city of the first class, divide
the city into fifteen assessment districts, and shall ap-
point two assessors in each such district. To assist the
assessors appointed in the various districts, the board of
revision of taxes shall appoint ten clerks. The annual Salaries.
salary of the assessors so appointed shall be five thousand
dollars ($5,000) and that of the clerks shall be two thou-
sand dollars ($2,000). Such salaries shall be paid out
of moneys in the city treasury in the same manner as
other employes of the eity.

Section 2. The act, approved the fifth day of June, Repeals.
one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet
Laws, two hundred seventy-six), entitled ‘‘ An act to au-
thorize the boards of revision in the cities of this com-
monwealth to appoint additional assessors,’’ is hereby
repealed.

All other acts and parts of acts, general, local or
special, inconsistent with this act are hereby repealed.
