served, prepared, kept, or stored, shall be thoroughly 
screened from flies and insects. All serving trays, tables, 
trucks, boxes, buckets, knives, saws, cleavers, choppers, 
pots, pans, dishes, and other utensils and machinery, 
used in moving, handling, cutting, chopping, mixing, 
preparing, or serving foods, shall be thoroughly steril­
ized daily, by hot water or steam, and shall at all times 
be kept clean; The clothing and hands of employes 
shall at all times be clean and sanitary. All foods, 
on display and for distribution or sale, shall have full 
protection from dust, dirt, flies, and vermin, by being 
kept under glass or cover. No domestic pets or other 
animals shall be permitted where food or drink is pre­
pared, handled, or stored. No person shall be permitted 
to use for sleeping purposes any room or place in any 
public eating or drinking place which is regularly and 
customarily used for the preparation, handling, storing, 
or serving of food.

AN ACT 
To amend section nine of the act, approved the thirty-first day 

of May, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three (Pamphlet 
Laws, one thousand one hundred eight), entitled "An act pro­
viding for the appointment, promotion, reduction, removal and 
reinstatement of paid officers, firemen and employes of fire de­
partments and of fire alarm operators and fire box inspectors 
in the bureaus of electricity in cities of the second and third 
class; defining the powers and duties of civil service commis­
sions for such purposes; and fixing penalties," regulating 
physical examination of applicants. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section nine of 
the act, approved the thirty-first day of May, one thou­
sand nine hundred and thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, 
one thousand one hundred eight), entitled "An act pro­
viding for the appointment, promotion, reduction, re­
moval and reinstatement of paid officers, firemen and 
employes of fire departments and of fire alarm operators 
and fire box inspectors in the bureaus of electricity in 
cities of the second and third class; defining the powers 
and duties of civil service commissions for such pur­
poses; and fixing penalties,'' is hereby amended to read 
as follows: 

Section 9. All applicants for any position in the fire 
department and as fire alarm operators and fire box 
inspectors in the bureau of electricity shall undergo a 
physical examination, which shall be conducted under 
the supervision of [a commission, composed of doctors 
of medicine, appointed for that purpose by the mayor. 
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Said commission] the physician member of the civil ser­
vice commission, or if there be none, then by a physician 
appointed by the civil service commission. Said examiner 
shall certify that an applicant is free from any bodily or 
mental defects, deformity or diseases that might inca­
pacitate him from the performance of the duties of the 
position desired before said applicant shall be permitted 
to take further examinations. No application will be 
received if the person applying is less than twenty-one 
years of age or more than thirty-five years of age at the 
date of his application: Provided, however, That in Proviso. 
event any applicant has formerly served in the fire de­
partment or as a fire alarm operator or fire box in­
spector in the bureau of electricity of the city to which 
he makes application for a period of more than six 
months, and no charges of misconduct or other mis­
feasance were made against such applicant within a 
period of two years next preceding the date of his ap­
plication, and is a resident of the city, then such per-
son shall be eligible for reinstatement, in the discretion 
of the civil service commission, even though such appli-
cant shall be over the age of thirty-five years. Such ap­
plicant, providing his former term of service so justifies, 
may be reappointed to the fire department or as a fire 
alarm operator or fire box inspector in the bureau of 
electricity without examination, other than a physical 
examination. If such person is reinstated, he shall be 
the lowest in rank in the department next above the 
probationers of the department.

AN ACT 

To amend the act, approved the second day of May, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thou­
sand two hundred seventy-eight), entitled "An act relating to 
counties of the second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, and 
eighth classes; and revising, amending and consolidating the 
laws relating thereto," as amended, extending the retirement 
system of counties of the second class to additional employes; 
declaring certain persons ineligible to receive retirement allow­
ances; and generally clarifying the provisions of the law gov­
erning such retirement systems. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three hun­
dred and eleven of the act, approved the second day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine 
(Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred seventy­
eight), entitled ''An act relating to counties of the sec­
ond, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth
