Here-
after mo person who, at the time of his employment as
a county employe, is recewing or is eligible to receive
retirement allowance from the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, or any other political subdivision thereof, shall
be eligible to receive a retirement allowance from the
county retirement system.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That all the sections
of the act, approved the second day of July, one thou-

sand nine hundred and thirty-five (Pamphlet Laws, five 1

hundred nineteen), entitled ‘‘An aet authorizing and
regulating the reorganization of banks and bank and
trust companies,’’ are hereby reenacted and amended
as follows:

An Acr

Authorizing and vegulating the reorganization of banks
and bank and trust companies.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That any plan for the
reorganization of a bank or a bank and trust company,
which the Department of Banking shall deem equitable
. and to the best interests of all depositors, other creditors,
and sharebolders, may be adopted, subject to any terms
or conditions preseribed by the Department of Banking,
in the manner hereinafter provided in this act.

Section 2. The plan of reorganization shall be valid
only if approved, after such notice as the Department of
Banking shall sanction, by the holders of at least seventy-
five per centum of the outstanding shares of capital
stock of the bank or the bank and trust company, and
by depositors and other creditors of such bank or of such
trust company to whom is due at least seventy-five per
centum of the total amount of all liabilities of the bank
or the bank and trust company to depositors and other
creditors. However, claims of depositors or other
creditors, which will be satisfied in full under the pro-
visions of the plan of reorganization, shall not be in-
cluded among the total deposits and other liabilities of
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
