AN ACT 

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the 
approval of the Governor, to accept and place in the corridor 
of the Capitol, a plaque commemorating the services of Doctor 
Joseph Kalbfus. 

Whereas, The Northwestern Division of the Federa­
tion of Game has offered to bear the expense of provid­
ing a plaque in memory of Doctor Joseph Kalbfus, 
former secretary of the Board of Game Commissioners; 
therefore, 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department 
of Property and Supplies, with the approval of the Gov­
ernor, shall have power to accept, on behalf of the Com­
monwealth, and to have placed in the corridor of the 
State Capitol, opposite the plaque placed as a memorial 
to Joseph T. Rothrock, a plaque commemorating the 
service to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania of Doctor 
Joseph Kalbfus, who is familiarly known as the father 
of the game policy of this Commonwealth.

AN ACT 

To amend section four hundred and eleven of the act, approved 
the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred nine), entitled "An act 
to establish a public school system in the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania, together with the provisions by which it shall 
be administered, and prescribing penalties for the violation 
thereof; providing revenue to establish and maintain the same, 
and the method of collecting such revenue; and repealing all 
laws, general, special or local, or any parts thereof, that are 
or may be inconsistent therewith,'' as added, providing for 
the attendance of pupils at certain exhibitions and places of 
interest at the expense of school districts. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section four hun­
dred and eleven of the act, approved the eighteenth day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pam­
phlet Laws, three hundred nine), entitled ''An act to 
establish a public school system in the Commonwealth 
of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions by which 
it shall be administered, and prescribing penalties for 
the violation thereof; providing revenue to establish and 
maintain the same, and the method of collecting i;;uch 
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special or local, 
or any parts thereof, that are or may be inconsistent 
therewith,'' as added by section ten of the act, approved 
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

the twenty-ninth day of May, one thousand nine hun­
dred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred 
forty-three), is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 411. The board of school directors of each 
district may authorize the attendance of the superin­
tendent and such other members of the teaching and 
supervisory staff of such districts as they may specify 
at any educational conference or conferences, when, in 
the opinion of the board, such attendance will be con­
ducive to the best interests of the district. Each person 
so authorized to attend and attending shall be reim­
bursed for all necessary traveling and hotel expenses 
actually incurred. The board of school directors may 
also authorize the transportation of pupils to the State 
Farm Show and to other exhibitions and places of in­
terest, when their attendance at the same is deemed of 
educational value to such pupils, and may pay the ex­
penses of such pupils, in whole or in part, from the 
funds of the district. Such expenses shall be paid by 
the treasurer of the school district, in the usual manner, 
out of the school funds of the district, upon the pres.. 
entation of an itemized, verified statement of such ex­
penses.

AN ACT 
To amend section five hundred thirty as amended and section 

five hundred thirty-two of the act, approved the twenty-fourth 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one 
(Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred six), entitled "An 
act concerning townships of the first class; amending, revising, 
consolidating, and changing the law relating thereto," fixing 
the length of the term of certain officers appointed to fill 
vacancies. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section five hun­
dred thirty of the act, approved the twenty-fourth day 
o.f June, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one 
(Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred six), en­
titled ''An act concerning townships of the :first class; 
amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the law 
relating thereto,'' as amended by the act, approved the 
thirty-first day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand ninety-six), 
is hereby further amended to read as follows : 

Section 530. Township Commissioners.-When a va­
cancy occurs in the office of township commissioners in 
any township, by reason of death, resignation, removal 
from the township or ward, or otherwise, the court of 
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
