.AN ACT 

To amend section one thousand and nine of the act, approved 
the twenty-fourth day of June, one thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred and 
six), entitled "An act concerning townships of the first class; 
amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the law relating 
thereto," extending the time within which appeals from auditors' 
reports may be taken. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one thou­
sand and nine of the act, approved the twenty-fourth 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one 
(Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred and six), 
entitled "An act concerning townships of the first class; 
amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the law 
relating thereto," is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 1009. Appeals from Report.-The township, 
or any taxpayer thereof on its behalf, or any officer or 
person whose account is settled or audited by the town­
ship auditors, may appeal from any settlement or audit 
to the court of common pleas within [thirty] f arty-five 
days after the settlement has been filed in the court of 
quarter sessions. 

Section 2. This act shall become effective immedi­
ately upon its passage and approval by the Governor.

To amend section five hundred and fifty-three of the act, ap­
proved the first day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred and three), entitled 
"An act concerning townships of the second class; and amend­
ing, revising, consolidating, and changing the law relating 
thereto," extending the time within which appeals from 
auditors' reports may be taken. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section five hun­
dred and fifty-three of the act, approved the first day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three (Pam­
phlet Laws, one hundred and three), entitled ''An act 
concerning townships of the second class; and amending, 
revising, consolidating, and changing the law relating 
thereto,'' is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 553. Appeals from Report.-The township, 
or any taxpayer thereof on its behalf, or any officer 
whose account is settled or audited by the township 
auditors, may appeal from any settlement or audit of
