AN ACT

To amend section five hundred and two of the act, approved the
first day of May, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred three), entitled “An act concern-
ing townships of the second class; and amending, revising, con-
solidating, and changing the law relating thereto,” prohibiting
auditors from becoming surety for certain officers.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That section five hun-
dred and two of the act, approved the first day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three (Pamphlet
Laws, one hundred three), entitled ‘‘ An act concerning
townships of the second class; and amending, revising,
consolidating, and changing the law relating thereto,”’
is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 502. Bonds.—When any officer or employe
of any township is required to give bond for the faith-
ful performance of his duties, and such bond is re-
quired to be executed by a surety company, the town-
ship may pay the premium on such bond. No auditor
of the township shall become a surety on the bond of
the tazx collector or treasurer of the township.

AN ACT

To amend clause (b) of section four, article two of the act,
approved the twenty-fifth day of June, one thousand nine hun-
dred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred eighty-one),
entitled “An act for the better government of cities of the first
class of this Commonwealth,” as amended, by providing that
the city controller shall act as mayor in case of a vacancy or
disability of the mayor to act, in lieu of the succession of the
officers of such cities heretofore provided by law in such case.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That clause (b) of sec-
tion four, article two of the act, approved the twenty-
fifth day of June, one thousand nine hundred and nine-
teen (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred eighty-one), entitled
““An act for the better government of cities of the first
class of this Commonwealth,”’ as last amended by the
act, approved the third day of June, one thousand nine
hundred and thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, one thou-
sand five hundred nineteen), is hereby further amended
to read as follows:

(b) Until the vacancy is filled, or in case of the
mayor’s temporary disability, the city controller [presi-
dent of the council shall act as mayor; or if he should
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
