for the burial of unknown or unclaimed bodies, the cost 
of maintaining which shall be paid out of the funds of 
said county.

AN ACT 

To provide for an additional law judge of the court of common 
pleas in the twenty-first judicial district. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That in addition to the 
judges provided for in the act, approved the twenty-first 
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one 
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred sixty-seven), entitled 
''An act to designate the several judicial districts of the 
Commonwealth as required by the Constitution, and to 
provide for the election and commissioning of judges, 
learned in the law for the said districts,'' an additional 
law judge is hereby authorized and provided for the 
court of common pleas of the twenty-first judicial dis­
trict, who shall possess the same qualifications which are 
required by the Constitution and laws for the president 
judge of said district, and who shall hold his office for a 
like term and by the same tenure, and shall have the same 
power, authority and jurisdiction, and shall be subject to 
the same duties, restrictions, and penalties, and shall re­
ceive the same compensation provided for by law for 
judges learned in the law of the courts of said judicial 
district. 

Section 2. At the next municipal election after the 
passage of this act, the qualified electors of the said 
twenty-first judicial district shall elect, in the same man­
ner prescribed by law for the election of a president 
judge, a competent person, learned in the law, to serve 
as said additional law judge of the court of common 
pleas of said twenty-first district from the first Monday 
in January, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-eight, 
for a term of ten years. Vacancies in the office hereby 
created, whether caused by death, resignation, expiration 
of term, or otherwise, shall be filled in the same manner 
as is required by law in case of a similar vacancy in the 
office of president judge. 

Section 3. The Governor is hereby authorized to ap­
point one competent person, learned in the law, as such 
additional law judge of the court of common pleas of 
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the said twenty-first judicial district, to serve until the 
first Monday of January succeeding the next municipal 
election. 

When effective. Section 4. This act shall become effective immediately 
upon its final enactment.

AN ACT 

To amend the act, approved the second day of May, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thou­
sand two hundred seventy-eight), entitled "An act relating to 
counties of the second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and 
eighth classes; and revising, amending and consolidating the 
laws relating thereto," by authorizing the district attorney in 
counties of the third class to purchase and maintain police radio 
equipment. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, approved 
the second day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred 
seventy-eight), entitled ''An act relating to counties of 
the second, third, fourth, fifth, siXth, seventh and eighth 
classes; and revising, amending and consolidating the 
laws relating thereto,'' is hereby amended by adding, 
after section two hundred and fifty thereof, a new sec­
tion to read as follows : 

Police radio. Section 251. Police Radio in Third Class Counties.-
The district attorney of any county of the third class 
may, with the consent and approval of the county com­
missioners, at the expense of the county, purchase and 
maintain a short wave police radio receiving and trans­
mitting set, and the necessary equipment therefor, to be 
installed and used in the office provided for the district 
attorney. 

When effective. Section 2. This act shall become effective immediately

AN ACT 

Providing for the creation of a legal holiday on September 17, 
1937, to be known and observed as "Constitution Day." 

Whereas, The Governor has issued an inspiring procla­
mation calling upon this Commonwealth and our entire 
Nation to observe on September 17, 1937, the 150th An-
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
