or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative de­
partments, boards, and commissions; defining the powers and 
duties of the Governor and other executive and administrative 
officers, and of the several administrative departments, boards, 
commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and ad­
ministrative officers; providing for the appointment of certain 
administrative officers, and of all deputies and other assistants 
and employes in certain departments, boards, and commissions;

To amend the act, approved the eleventh day of July, one thou­
sand nine hundred twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred 
ninety-eight), entitled "An act for the prevention and treat­
ment of mental diseases, mental defect, epilepsy, and inebriety; 
regulating the admission and commitment of mental patients 
to hospitals for mental diseases and institutions for mental de­
fectives and epileptics; governing the transfer, discharge, 
interstate rendition, and deportation of mental patients; pro­
viding for the payment by individuals, counties, or the Com­
monwealth of the cost of the admission, care, and discharge of
