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suggestion and averment of default, the claimant may, 
at any time within five years therefrom, issue a writ of 
scire facias thereon, reciting all suggestion and aver­
ment of default filed since the filing of the claim, and 
shall proceed thereon, in the manner herein provided, 
subject to the right of the owner to raise any def.ense 
arising since the last judgment. 

If a claim is not filed within the time aforesaid, or Loss or lien. 

if it be not prosecuted in the manner and at the time 
aforesaid, its lien on real estate shall be wholly lost. 

Section 2. This act shall become effective immediately When effective. 

upon its final enactment.

AN ACT 

To repeal section ten of the act, approved the nineteenth day of 
July, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-five (Pamphlet 
Laws, one thousand three hundred fifty-six), entitled "An act to 
regulate the sale and delivery of solid fuel, as herein defined; 
providing for appointment of licensed weighmasters; prescrib­
ing their powers and duties; authorizing substitute licensed 
weighmasters; imposing certain duties on the Department of 
Internal Affairs; and providing penalties.'' 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section ten of the 
act, approved the nineteenth day of July, one thousand 
nine hundred and thirty-five (Pamphlet Laws, one 
thousand three hundred fifty-six), entitled "An act to 
regulate the sale and delivery of solid fuel, as herein 
defined; providing for appointment of licensed weigh­
masters; prescribing their powers and duties; author­
izing substitute licensed weighmasters; imposing certain 
duties on the Department of Internal Affairs; and pro­
viding penalties,'' which reads as follows: 

Section 10. This act shall not apply to the sale and 
distribution of solid fuel to persons residing within a 
radius of ten miles from the place where such solid 
fuel is produced, unless the purchaser shall require such 
solid fuel to be weighed as provided herein, and/or 
unless the delivery shall be made to persons residing 
within the limits of a municipality (['equiring the said 
solid fuel to be weighed,'' is hereby repealed.
