Section 32. .A negotiable document of title may be 
negotiated-

( a) By the owner thereof ; or 
(b) By any person [to whom the] in possession 

[or custody of the documents has been entrusted by the 
owner] of the same, however, such possession may have 
been acquired, if, by the terms of the document, the 
bailee issuing [the document] ·it undertakes to deliver 
the goods to the order of [the] such person, [to whom 
the possession or custody of the document has been en­
trusted] or if at the time of [such entrusting] negotia­
tion the document is in such form that it may be ne­
gotiated by delivery. 

Section 38. The validity of the negotiation of a ne­
gotiable document of title is not impaired by the fact 
that the negotiation was a breach of duty on the part of 
the person making the negotiation, or by the fact that 
the owner of the document was [induced] deprived of 
the possession of the same by loss, theft, accident, con­
version, fraud, mistake, or duress, [to entrust the pos­
session or custody thereof to such person] if the person 
to whom the document was negotiated, or person to 
whom the document was subsequently negotiated, paid 
value therefor in good faith, without notice of the 
breach of duty, or loss, theft, accident, conversion, 
fraud, mistake, or duress.

To amend section two of an act, approved the sixteenth day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet 
Laws, seventeen hundred and seventy-three), entitled "An act 
to supplement an act, approved the twentieth day of April, one 
thousand eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet Laws, 
sixty-five), entitled 'An act to regulate the manner of increas­
ing the indebtedness of municipalities; to provide for the re­
demption of the same; and to impose penalties for illegal in­
creases thereof,' by authorizing the sale of property purchased 
by a public corporation out of funds provided by increase of 
indebtedness of such corporation; and providing for the dis­
position of the funds realized from such sale," by eliminating 
the requirement that the proceeds of the sale of property ac-
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quired in fee simple with funds raised by a public corporation, 
through an increase of its indebteJness in an amount exceed­
ing two (2) per centum of the last preceding assessed valuation 
of the taxable property therein, shall be deposited in the funds 
of such corporations for the redemption of bonds of said cor­
poration when the said bonds issued for the acquisition of such 
property or bonds refunding such original issue, shall have been 
redeemed and paid. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two of an 
act, approved the sixteenth day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, seven­
teen hundred and seventy-three), entitled "An act to 
supplement an act, approved the twentieth day of 
April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four 
(Pamphlet Laws, sixty-five), entitled 'An act to regu­
late the manner of increasing the indebtedness of mu­
nicipalities; to provide for the redemption of the same; 
and to impose penalties for illegal increase thereof,' 
by authorizing the sale of property purchased by a 
public corporation out of funds provided by increase 
of indebtedness of such corporation; and providing for 
the disposition of the funds realized from such sale,'' 
be, and the same is hereby, amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Be ·it enacted, &c., That section two of 
the act, approved the fifth day of January, one thou­
sand nine hundred and thirty-four (Pamphlet Laws, 
two hundred twenty-three-one thousand nine hundrerl 
thirty-three-thirty-four), entitled ''An act providing
