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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

Section 6. In the management and operation of the
Maximum Security State Penitentiary, the Departm.ent
of Welfare shall have all the powers conferred, and
perform all the duties imposed by the laws of this
Commonwealth on the Boards of Trustees of the East-
ern and Western State Penitentiaries; and all the laws
of this Commonwealth relating to the care, maintenance,
management, safekeeping, employment, pardon, and
parole of convicts confined in State penitentiaries shall
be deemed to apply to convicts detained in such peni-
tentiaries.

Section 7. This act shall become effective immedi-
ately upon final enactment.

No. 376
AN ACT

Providing for the erection, construction and equipment of a new
Pennsylvania Industrial School, to take the place of the pres-
ent Pennsylvania Industrial School at Huntingdon; designating
the manner of acquiring or setting aside of land for the erection
and construction of the new school by The General State Au-
thority; authorizing the Commonwealth to lease the new
school and its grounds from The General State Authority upon
its completion, and the Department of Welfare to manage and
operate the same; providing that the cost of maintaining in-
mates therein be borne by the Commonwealth and the counties
to the extent and in the manner provided by law in the case of
inmates maintained in the Pennsylvania Industrial School at
Huntingdon; and conferring powers, and imposing duties upon
certain State departments, boards, commissions, and officers.

‘WHEREAS, The present Pennsylvania Industrial
School at Huntingdon, originally intended as a Middle
State Penitentiary, with its high walls and towers has
all the aspects of a State Penitentiary, and the addition
of a medium security bloc has detracted little from its
forbidding appearance; and

‘WaEREAS, The internal arrangement of the cell
bloes with barred windows and double locked switches
contradicts the idea that this institution is a school de-
voted to rehabilitation; and

‘WaErEAS, The ercction of a new industrial school
and the use of the present institution at Huntingdon
for the detention of defective delinquents will accom-
plish one important step in the development of an ade-
quate penal institution program for the Commonwealth ;
and

‘WHEREAS, It is the desire of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania that The General State Authority eon-
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struct such new industrial school and lease the same
to the Commonwealth ; therefore,

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That the Department
of Welfare, with the approval of the Governor, shall
select for acquisition, either by the Department of Prop-
erty and Supplies in the name of the Commonwealth or
by The General State Authority with funds of the Au-
thority, a tract of land of not less than one thousand
acres, well supplied with water, and capable of being
sewered and drained for the erection and construe-
tion thereon, by The General State Authority, of an in-
stitution to be known as the Pennsylvania Industrial
School, with a capacity of not less than twelve hundred
inmates, to take the place of, and to serve the same pur-
poses as, the present Pennsylvania Industrial School at
Huntingdon. The title to the lands so acquired shall be
approved by the Attorney General. If it shall be found
that the Commonwealth owns State forest lands or other
lands suitable, in whole or in part, for such use, such
lands may be designated by the Department of Wel-
fare, with the approval of the Governor and the depart-
ment, board, or commission of the Commonwealth hav-
ing possession and control of the same, and used for the
aforesaid purpose, and any additional lands necessary
may be selected and acquired, as aforesaid.

Section 2. Upon the acquisition of any land in the
name of the Commonwealth, or designation of any land
of the Commonwealth, as provided in section one, the
Department of Property and Supplies shall have au-
thority to convey the same to The General State Au-
thority for the purpose of having such Authority erect
and construct thereon the new Pennsylvania Industrial
School. The plans and specifications of the school,
whether erected on land acquired directly by The Gen-
eral State Authority or by conveyance to it from the
Commonwealth, shall be subject to the approval of the
Department of Welfare, and shall provide for suitable
buildings and an adequate water supply system, sewage
treatment works, heat and electric power plant or
plants, service lines, and other necessary equipment,
structures, and improvements. The buildings shall be
of modern design, plain, and substantial, and capable
- of extension as the needs of the institution may require.
The setting and the architeeture shall express the prin-
ciple of rehabilitation through the greatest possible
freedom of choice and expression in work, education,
and recreation, consistent with the protection of so-
ciety.

Section 3. The Department of Welfare may enter
into an agreement with The General State Authority,
for the use of inmates in the present Pennsylvania In-
dustrial School at Huntingdon in improving the site of
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the new school, the preparation of building materials,
the constrnetion of new buildings, and improvements
pertinent thereto, or to engage in farming or dairying
work. In the case of any such agreement, the Depart-
ment of Welfare shall have power to transfer from the
present Pennsylvania Industrial School, at Huntingdon,
such inmates as it may deem necessary for these pur-
poses, provided a suitable building or buildings are
available for the custody of such inmates. Such agree-
ment shall require that The General State Authority
shall pay to the Manufaeturing Fund in the State Treas-
ury, for the labor of such inmates, such wages for each
inmate so employed as may be agreed upon in aceord-
ance with the laws regulating the employment of prison
or inmate labor. The expense of maintaining such in-
mates at the site of the new school shall be borne by the
respective counties from which they shall have been
committed, and shall be paid to the State Treasurer
through the Department of Revenue, as provided by
law in the case of inmates maintained in the Pennsyl-
vania Industrial School at Huntingdon; but such ae-
tual expense shall be paid in the first instance by the
Department of Welfare, from appropriations made for
such purposes.

" Section 4. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby au-
thorized to enter into a lease for not more than fifty
(50) years with The General State Authority to acquire
the use of the new Pennsylvania Industrial School and
any lands or farms connected therewith, for the purpose
of having the same managed and operated by the De-
partment of Welfare. In such case the management and
operation of the school and the care, maintenance and
employment of the inmates shall be the funection of the
Department of Welfare. Subjeet to and in the manner
provided in The Administrative Code of one thousand
nine hundred twenty-nine, and its amendments, the De-
partment of Welfare shall have power to employ and
fix the compensation of a superintendent, deputy super-
intendent, chaplain, guards, physicians, mechanics,
clerks, stenographers, and other employes as may be
deemed mnecessary for the proper maintenance and man-
agement of the school and the safekeeping therein of
its inmates. The compensation of all persons so ap-
pointed, and all other expenses in connection with the
care and maintenance of inmates of said school shall be
paid from the appropriation made to the Department
of Welfare for such purposes; but the Commonwealth
shall be reimbursed for such expenditures by the re-
spective counties from which such inmates were com-
mitted, to the extent and in the manner provided by
law in the case of inmates maintained in the Pennsyl-
vania Industrial School at Huntingdon.
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Section 5. Upon the completion of the new Pennsyl-
vania Industrial School, and after the execution of a
lease of the same by the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania from The General State Authority, the Depart-
ment of Welfare shall transfer, under the provisions of
The Administrative Code of one thousand nine hun-
dred twenty-nine, from the Pennsylvania Industrial
School at Huntingdon, all persons who are then detained
therein, unless directed otherwise as provided by the
Mental Health Act of July eleventh, one thousand nine
hundred thirty-three®* (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred
ninety-eight), and all books, papers, records, and docu-
ments in the possession of the said school and the board
of trustees thereof. Thereafter, all commitments which
were heretofore made by the courts of this Common-
wealth to the Pennsylvania Industrial School at Hunt-
ingdon shall be made to the new Pennsylvania Indus-
trial School erected under the provisions of this aect.
The Department of Welfare shall advise all of the
courts of this Commonwealth of the date from and after
which commitments shall be made to the new school.

Section 6. In the management and operation of the
new Pennsylvania Industrial School, the Department of
Welfare shall have all the powers conferred and per-
form all the duties imposed by the laws of this Common-
wealth on the Board of Trustees of the Pennsylvania
Industrial School at Huntingdon. All laws of this Com-
monwealth now relating to the eare, maintenance, man-
agement, safekceping, employment, training, and treat-
ment, pardon, and parole of persons detained in the
Pennsylvania Industrial School at Huntingdon shall be
deemed to apply to persons detained in, and committed
to, the new Pennsylvania Industrial School.

Section 7. This aet shall become effective immedi-
ately upon final enactment.

AN ACT
