Section 5. Upon the completion of the new Pennsyl­
vania Industrial School, and after the execution of a 
lease of the same by the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania from The General State .Authority, the Depart­
ment of Welfare shall transfer, under the provisions of 
The .Administrative Code of one thousand nine hun­
dred twenty-nine, from the Pennsylvania Industrial 
School at Huntingdon, all persons who are then detained 
therein, unless directed otherwise as provided by the 
Mental Health A.ct of July eleventh, one thousand nine 
hundred thirty-three* (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred 
ninety-eight), and all books, papers, records, and docu­
ments in the possession of the said school and the board 
of trustees thereof. Thereafter, all commitments which 
were heretofore made by the courts of this Common­
wealth to the Pennsylvania Industrial School at Hunt­
ingdon shall be made to the new Pennsylvania Indus­
trial School erected under the provisions of this act. 
The Department of Welfare shall advise all of the 
courts of this Commonwealth of the date from and after 
which commitments shall be made to the new school. 

Section 6. In the management and operation of the 
new Pennsylvania Industrial School, the Department of 
Welfare shall have all the powers conferred and per­
form all the duties imposed by the laws of this Common­
wealth on the Board of Trustees of the Pennsylvania 
Industrial School at Huntingdon . .All laws of this Com­
monwealth now relating to the care, maintenance, man­
agement, safekeeping, employment, training, and treat­
ment, pardon, and parole of persons detained in the 
Pennsylvania Industrial School at Huntingdon shall be 
deemed to apply to persons detained in, and committed 
to, the new Pennsylvania Industrial School. 

Section 7. This act shall become effective immedi­
ately upon final enactment .

To amend the act, approved the twenty-third day of June, one 
thousand nine hundred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one 
thousand one hundred ninety-nine), entitled "An act for the

veyance of said tract to the General State Authority for the 
construction of said hospital, and for the leasing thereof by 
the Commonwealth after construction. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, approved 
the twenty-third day of June, one thousand nine hun­
dred and thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand one 
hundred ninety-nine), entitled ''An act for the ac­
ceptance of a site from the University of Pittsburgh, 
and for surveys and the preparation of preliminary 
plans and estimates for a Western State Psychiatric 
Hospital; providing for the erection, construction, and 
equipment of said hospital when appropriations are 
made available, and for its management by the Depart­
ment of Welfare,'' is hereby amended by adding thereto 
a new section to read as follows : 

Section 3. In lieu of procedure by the Department of 
Property and Supplies for obtaining and paying for 
preliminary surveys, plans, and estimates for the con­
struction of the said hospital, and the improvement of 
the grounds connected therewith, and for the erection 
and financing of the erection of the same, the Secretary 
of Property and Supplies may convey the tract, so ac­
quired, in fee to the General State Authority, and in 
such case, the Department of Property and Supplies, 
upon the undertaking by the General State Authority 
of the construction of a building or bitildings for the 
said hospital, may enter into a contract to lease, as lessee, 
and, itpon completion by the Authority of such construc­
tion, shall enter into a lease, as lessee, of the same for a 
period of not exceeding thirty (30) years, at an annual 
rental to be fixed and determined by the Authority, and, 
upon the commencement of the term of the said lease, 
the Department of Property and Supplies shall turn 
over the said hospital to the Department of Welfare for 
management, and for the care, maintenance, and treat­
ment of psychiatric patients, pursuant to the intent of 
the act hereby amended. 

Section 2. This act shall become effective immediately 
upon its final enactment.

AN ACT 

Providing for the regulation by the Insurance Department of 
nonprofit corporations organized to provide hospitalization for 
subscribers; prescribing legal investments for the funds of such 
corporations, and the hospitals with which such corporations 
may enter into contracts for hospitalization; conferring powers 
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
