and Montier Streets, to an intersection with State high-
way route 228, north of the borough of Wilkinsburg,
shall be adopted by the Commonwealth as a State high-
way, and shall be constructed, improved and maintained
at the expense of the Commonwealth, under existing
laws.

Section 2. The cost and expense of the construction,
improvement and maintenance of the highway, herein
described, shall be paid out of any moneys appropriated
to the Department of Highways for the construction,
improvement, reconstruction or maintenance of State
highways.

To further amend section one of the act, approved the seventh
day of April, one thousand nine hundred thirty-three (Pam-
phlet Laws, twenty-seven) entitled “An act to authorize the
Department of Highways and the county commissioners to
occupy and relocate rights of way of public service companies
in certain cases, and to acqmre by purchase or condemnation
the necessary land therefor,” by changing certain provisions
as to transfer of structures and facilities of public service com-
panies; providing for ascertainment and payment of cost, pro-
cedurzi. before Pennsylvania Public Utilities Commission, and
appeal.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That section one of the
act, approved the seventh day of April, one thousand
nine hundred thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, twenty-
seven), entitled ‘An act to authorize the Department
of Highways and the county commissioners to ocecupy
and relocate rights of way of public service companies
in certain cases, and to acquire by purchase or condem-
nation the necessary land therefor,”’ as last amended by
the act, approved the twenty-first day of June, one
thousand nine hundred thirty-five (Pamphlet Laws,
three hundred eighty-seven), is hereby further amended
to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That whenever in the
construction, widening or relocation of any State or
county road, highway, bridge or tunnel, or of any part

cupied in the case of State highways, either the Depart-
