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Winterstown, Yoe, and Yorkana shall constitute the
third distriet, and shall eleet one member.

Section 2. The foregoing apportionment is based on
the United States decennial census of one thousand nine
hundred and thirty. Any township, borough, or ward
created since such census, and not specifically provided
for by this act, shall form a part of the district to which
the territory comprised within such township, borough,
or ward is allotted by the provisions of this act, accord-
ing to the political division existing at the time of such
census.

Section 3. The first election under this act shall be
held at the general election in the year one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-eight.

The Members of the House of Representatives now in
office shall continue in such office until the expiration of
their respective terms.

Section 4. The act approved the tenth day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet
Laws, four hundred fifty-five), entitled ‘“An act to fix-
the number of Representatives in the General Assem-
bly of the State, and to apportion the State into repre-
sentative districts as provided by the Constitution,’’ and
its amendments, is hereby repealed.

All other acts and parts of acts inconsistent herewith
are hereby repealed.

AN ACT

To fix the number of Senators in the General Assembly of the
State; to apportion the State into senatorial districts as pro-
vided by the Constitution; and to regulate the election of, and
the terms of office of, the present and future elected Senators.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That until the next
United States decennial census is taken and an ap-
portionment made thereon, the Senate shall consist of
fifty members, and the State is hereby apportioned into
fifty senatorial distriets, each of which shall be known
by the number herein attached thereto, and shall each
be entitled to elect one Senator, as follows, to wit:

First District. The first, second, twenty-sixth, thirty-
n%ll}th, and forty-eighth wards of the city of Philadel-
phia.

Second Distriect. The twenty-first, twenty-eighth,
thirty-seventh, thirty-eighth, and forty-third Wards of
the city of Philadelphia.
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Third Distriet. The third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh,
eighth, ninth, tenth, eleventh, twelfth, thirteenth, four-
teenth, fifteenth, thirtieth, and thirty-sixth wards of the
city of Philadelphia.

Fourth District. The twenty-seventh, fortieth, forty-
sixth, and fifty-first wards of the ecity of Philadelphia.

Fifth District. The sixteenth, seventeenth, eighteenth,
nineteenth, twentieth, twenty-fifth, thirty-first, and
thirty-second wards of the city of Philadelphia.

Sixth Distriet. The twenty-second, forty-second,
forty-ninth, and fiftieth wards of the city of Philadel-
phia.

Section 2. The distriets as above enumerated shall be
based on the decennial census of the United States for
the year one thousand nine hundred and thirty, and shall
take the lines and boundaries and include all the terri-
tory within the same as said lines and districts respee-
tively exist at the effective date of this act.

Section 3. The nomination and election of a State
Senator shall be made, held, and conducted, and the
return of votes cast at primary and general elections for
the nomination and election of such members shall be
made, computed, canvassed, and certified as now or here-
after may be provided by law.

Section 4. At the general election in the year one
thousand nine hundred and thirty-eight, and quadren-
nially* thereafter, Senators shall be chosen to serve for
four years in the even-numbered distriets. At the gen-
eral election in the year one thousand nine hundred and
forty, and quadrennially®* thereafter, Senators shall be
chosen to serve for four years in the odd-numbered dis-
tricts.

The Senators now in office shall continue in such of-
fice until the expiration of the terms for which they
were elected.
