AN .A.CT 

To amend section one thousand two hundred and .two of the act, 
approved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hun­
dred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred nine), en­
titled "An act to establish a public school system in the Com­
monwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions by 
which it shall be administered, and prescribing penalties for the 
violation thereof; providing revenue to establish and maintain 
the same, and the method of collecting such revenue; and re­
pealing all laws, general, special or local, or any parts thereof, 
that are or may be inconsistent therewith," requiring teachers 
to be citizens, except in certain cases. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one thou­
sand two hundred and two of the act, approved the 
eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred nine), entitled 
'' .A.n act to establish a public school system in the Com­
monwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provi­
sions by which it shall be administered, and prescribing 
penalties for the violation thereof; providing revenue to 
establish and maintain the same, and the method of col­
lecting such revenue; and repealing all laws, general, 
special or local, or any parts thereof, that are or may be 
inconsistent therewith,'' is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 

Section 1202. Every teacher employed to teach in the 
public schools of this Commonwealth must be a person 
of good moral character, [and] must be at least eighteen 
years of age, and must be a citizen of the United States: 
Provided, however, That citizenship may be waived in 
the case of exchange teachers not permanently employed, 
and teachers empfoyed for the purpose of teaching for­
eign languages.
