of persons engaged in professions, trades, and occupa-
tions in the Department of Public Instruction, or any
board therein, is violated and prosecution therefor is
brought by the Department of Public Instruction, such
department is authorized and empowered, with the ap-
proval of the Department of the Auditor General and
the Department of Justice, to compound, compromise,
and settle, without further proceedings, any such prose-
cution before any justice of the peace, magistrate, or
alderman before whom the said prosecution is being
brought, upon the payment by each defendant of the
minimum fine or penalty and costs provided for in the
respective acts.

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent
herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 3. This act shall become effective immediately
upon final enactment.

AN ACT

To further amend sections five and eight of the act, approved the
seventeenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and seven-
teen (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred eight), entitled “An act to
regulate the practice of pharmacy and sale of poisons and drugs,
and providing penaltles for the violation thereof; defining the
words ‘drug’ and ‘poison’; and providing for the nppomtment of
a board which shall have in charge the enforcement of said
law, and the power to make rules and regulations for the en-
forcement of said law, and providing for the purchase of
samples of drugs for determmmg their quality, strength, and
purity,” by providing for annual renewals of the registration
of pharmamsts and assistant pharmacists.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That sections five and
eight of the act, approved the seventeenth day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet
Laws, two hundred eight), entitled ‘‘An act to regu-
late the practice of pharmacy and sale of poisons and
drugs, and providing penalties for the violation thereof;
deﬁnmcr the words ‘drug’ and ‘poison’; and pr0v1d1ng
for the appointment of a board whlch shall have in
charge the enforcement of said law, and the power to
make rules and regulations for the enforcement of said
law; and providing for the purchase of samples of drugs
for determining their quality, strength, and purity,’’ as
amended by the act, approved the twenty-seventh day
of April, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five

(Pamphlet Laws, two hundred ninety-six), are hereby
further amended to read as follows:

Section 5. Each applicant for examination and regis-
tration as a pharmacist shall pay to the Pennsylvania
Board of Pharmacy an examination fee of five dollars
($5.00). If the said applicant passes a satisfactory ex-
amination and complies with the rules and regulations,
and with the terms and conditions of this act of As-
sembly, then the said board shall grant the applicant
registration, and a certificate of competency and quali-
fication as a pharmacist, upon the payment of a fee of
twenty dollars ($20.00), or such other sum as shall be
fixed by the Department of Public Instruction under
authority of law; provided said fee shall be paid to the
said board within thirty days of the time that the said
applicant is notified that a satisfactory examination has
been passed.

Each applicant for examination and registration as
assistant pharmacist must pay a fee of five dollars
($5.00), or such other sum as shall be fixed by the De-
partment of Public Instruction under authority of law,
to the Pennsylvania Board of Pharmaey; and if the said
applicant passes a satisfactory examination, and com-
plies with the rules and regulation of the Pennsylvania
Board of Pharmacy for the enforcement of this aet of
Assembly, and with the terms and conditions of this act
of Assembly, the said board shall grant the said appli-
cant registration and a certificate of competency and
qualification as an assistant pharmacist, upon payment
of a fee of ten dollars ($10.00), or such other sum as
shall be fixed by the Department of Public Instruction
under authority of law; provided that said fee shall be
paid to the said board within thirty (30) days of the
time when the said applicant is notified that a satis-
factory examination has been passed.

The Department of Public Instruction shall provide
for, regulate, and require all persomns registered as
pharmacists or as assistant pharmacists to register an-
nually with the department, and shall prescribe the form
of such registrations. The department shall require, as
a condition precedent to such annual registration, the
payment of such annual registration fee as shall be fixed
according to law. The department may suspend or re-
voke the registration of such persons as fail, refuse, or
neglect to register annually or pay such fee.

Section 8. That all [certificate as pharmacist or as-
sistant pharmacist, all] certificates as pharmacist or
assistant pharmacist, and permits to conduct a pharmacy,
and the annual renewals thereof, issued under the
authority of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, shall
at all times be conspicuously exhibited in the place of
business where the pharmacist or assistant pharmacist is

employed. Any person violating this section of this aet
of Assembly, as to the display of his permit or his own
or his employes’ certificates, shall, upon eonviction, be
sentenced to pay a fine of ten dollars ($10.00) and the
costs of prosecution.

AN ACT

To prohibit the wilful and malicious breaking or destruction of
certain milk bottles or other dairy product containers; and
prescribing fines or penalties therefor.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That it is hereby de-
clared to be unlawful for any person, firm, corporation,
partnership, or association to wilfully and maliciously
break or destroy milk bottles or other dairy product con-
tainers, except paper containers and containers nsed for
the retail sale of evaporated milk. Any person, general
manager, superintendent, agent, or person in charge of
the work of any corporation, firm, partnership, or asso-
ciation, or any individual violating any of the provisions
of this act, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and, upon
conviction, shall be sentenced to pay a fine not exceed-
ing one hundred dollars ($100.00), or undergo an im-
prisonment in the county jail of the proper county for
a period not exceeding sixty days, or both, at the dis-
cretion of the court.

To amend the act, approved the sixth day of April, one thou-
sand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, fifty-one), en-
titled “An act providing for the protection of the public health
and the prevention of fraud and deception, by prohibiting the
sale, the offering for sale, or exposing for sale, or having in
possession with intent to sell, of adulterated or deleterious
sausage; defining sausage; and prescribing the penalty for the
violation thereof,” as amended, further regulating the adultera-
tion of sausages; changing the penalties preseribed; and pro-
viding for injunctions in certain cases.
