LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 568 

AN ACT 

To amend section one thousand four hundred and thirty-six of 
the act, approved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred nine), 
entitled "An act to establish a public school system in the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions 
by which it shall be administered, and prescribing penalties for 
the violation thereof; providing revenue to establish and main­
tain the same, and the method of collecting such revenue; and 
repealing all laws, general, special or local, or any parts thereof, 
that are or may be inconsistent therewith," as amended, further 
regulating the compensation to be paid attendance officers and 
home and school visitors in school districts of the first class. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one thou-
sand four hundred and thirty-six of the act, approved 
the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred nine), en­
titled ''An act to establish ,a public school system in the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the pro­
visions by which it shall be administered, and prescrib­
ing penalties for the violation thereof; providing revenue 
to establish and maintain the same, and the method of 
collecting such revenue; and repealing all laws, gen­
eral, special or local, or any parts thereof, that are or 
may be inconsistent therewirth, '' as last amended by the 
act, approved the twenty-fourth day of May, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, 
one thousand eighty-seven), is hereby further amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 1436. Such atrtendance officers or ·home and 
school visitors may be employed for the full calendar 
year, and shall be paid such amounts and in such man­
ner as the board of school directors appointing them 
may decide, and they shall at all times perform the 
duties of their appointment under the direction of the 
board of school direc.tors appointing them : [Provided, 
That in districts of the first class the compensation shall 
not be less than twelve hundred dollars ($1,200) per 
annum.] 

Provided, the minimum salaries of attendance officers 
and home and school visitors shall be paid by districts of 
the first class in accordance with the following schedule: 
Attendance officers and home and school visitors in ele­
mentary schools, minimum annual salary, one thousand 
two hundred dollars ($1,200); minimum annual incre­
ment, one hundred dollars ($100); minimum number of 
increments, ten {10). No such school district of the 
first class shall, after the enactment of this amendment, 
reduce the compensation of any attendance officer below 
that paid on the effective date of this act. Every school 
district shall report to the Superintendent of Public 
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Instruction upon the enforcement of the provisions for 
compulsory attendance and the cost thereof, in such de­
tail as said Superintendent of Public Instruction shall 
request. 
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Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become When effective. 

effective immediately upon its final enactment.

To amend sections one and two of the act, approved the seventh 
day of August, one thousand nine hundred thirty-six (Pamphlet 
Laws, one hundred twenty-six), entitled "An act making an ap­
propriation to the Department of Property and Supplies for 
increasing the capacity of overcrowded State institutions; 
eliminating fire and other hazards to safety at State institu­
tions; providing for the purchase of safety and other equip­
ment; the erection and construction of new buildings and re­
pairs, alterations, and additions to and replacement of existing 
buildings and equipment," authorizing the use of said appro­
priation to remove hazards to health. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That sections one and 
two of the act, approved the seventh day of August, 
one thousand nine hundred thirty-six (Pamphlet Laws, 
one hundred twenty-six), entitled "An act making an 
appropriation to the Department of Property and Sup­
plies for increasing the capacity of overicrowded State 
institutions; eliminating fire and other hazards to safety 
.at .state institutions; providing for the purchase of safety 
and other equipment; the erection and construction of 
new buildings and repairs, alterations, and additions to 
and replacement of existing buildings and equipment,'' 
are hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of one 
million two hundred twenty-five thousand dollars ($1,-
225,000) is hereby appropriated to the Department of 
Property and Supplies for the following purposes:-

For eliminating fire and other haz.ards to safety and 
health at State-owned institutions, including repairs, 
alterations, additions to or replacement of existing 
buildings, and the purchase of fire or other safety equip­
ment, the sum of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,-
000). 

For the erection, construction, and equipment of build­
ings to comprise a farm colony at the Pennsylvania In­
dustrial School at Huntingdon, on lands of said school 
designated by the Secretary of Welfare, the sum of 
seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000).
