Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of fifteen thousand
dollars ($15,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby
specifically appropriated to the joint legislative commission created
by Senate Concurrent Resolution Serial Number one hundred and six,
approved Mareh sixteenth, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-
seven and authorized thereby to make an investigation of the tax
burdens placed upon industries in Pennsylvania and other industrial

To provide for the ordinary expenses of the Executive, Legislative, and Judicial
Departments of the Commonwealth, interest on the public debt, and the sup-
port of the public schools for two years beginning June first, one thousand nine
hundred and thirty-seven; and for the payment of bills incurred and remaining
unpaid at the close of the fiscal year ending May thirty-first, one thousand nine
hundred and thirty-seven.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That this act shall be known, and may

be cited, as The General Appropriation Act of one thousand nine hun-
dred thirty-seven.
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Section 2. The following sums, or as much thereof as may be neces-
sary, are hereby specifically appropriated from the General Fund to
the several hereinafter named agencies of the Hxecutive, Legislative,
and Judicial Departments of the Commonwealth, for the purposes here-
inafter set forth, for the two years beginning June first, one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-seven, and for the payment of the bills in-
curred by said agencies and remaining unpaid at the close of the
fiscal year ending May thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and
thirty-seven.

TO THE GOVERNOR

For the payment of the salary of the Governor, the sum of thirty-
six thousand dollars ($36,000).

For the payment of salaries, wages, or other compensation of the
Secretary to the Governor, the Budget Secretary, and other employes,
and for the payment of general expenses, supplies, printing, and equip-
ment necessary for the proper conduct of the work of the Governor,

expenses of the boards of frustees and incidental expenses; and for
all other expenses of maintenance and operation necessary for the
proper conduct of the work of the State Teachers’ Colleges and
the Cheyney Training School for Teachers, as may be authorized
and approved by the Superintendent of Public Instruction, the
sum of three million seven hundred sixty thousand dollars ($3,-
760,000) ; and, in addition to said amount, all income and all
moneys collected at the various State Teachers’ Colleges and the
Cheyney Training School and paid into the General Fund of the
State Treasury under existing law are hereby appropriated out of
the General Fund to the several State Teachers’ Colleges and
Training Schools for same purpose, each college and school to
receive from such appropriation the exaet amount which was col-
lected at said school or college during the said fiseal years.”’

I approve this item in the amount of three million seven hundred
twenty thousand dollars ($3,720,000).

The item which provides as follows:

““For the payment of salaries, wages, or other compensation of
superintendents and other employes; for the expenses of maintain-
ing and operating automobiles and other equipment; for the pay-
ment to the Department of Property and Supplies of mileage
charges for the use of automobiles; for the purchase of supplies,
food, and fuel; for repairs, alterations, and improvements to plant
and equipment; for improvements to land; for the purchase of
equipment, furniture, furnishings, and live stock; for the expenses
of boards of trustees and incidental expenses; and for all other
expenses of maintenance and operation mnecessary for the proper
conduct of the work of the hereinafter designated institutions, as
may be authorized and approved by the Superintendent of Public
Instruction, in the amounts hereinafter specified:

THE PENNSYLVANTA PUBLIC UTILITY COMMISSION
The item which provides as follows:

“TFor the payment of salaries, wages, or other compensation
of a secretary and other employes, and for the payment of general
expenses, supplies, printing, and equipment necessary for the
proper conduct of the work of the commission, the sum of three
million two hundred thousand dollars ($3,200,000).”’

I approve this item in the amount of two million nine hundred thou-
sand dollars ($2,900,000).

DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE

The item which provides as follows:

“For the payment of salaries, wages, or other compensation of
a deputy secretary and other employes; for the payment of general
expenses, rentals, equipment, and other expenses incidental to the
collection of inheritance and estate taxes and mercantile license
taxes, supplies, printing, and equipment necessary for the proper
conduct of the work of the department; for the payment of cost
of filing liens; for the purchase of tax stamps; and for the payment
of costs of advertising required by any act of Assembly in con-
neection with the escheat of moneys and property to the Common-
wealth or in connection with the payment of unclaimed moneys
into the State Treasury without escheat, the sum of three million
nine hundred twenty-three thousand dollars ($3,923,000): Pro-
vided, however, That to the extent to which appropriations have
been made to the department out of special funds for any of the
foregoing purposes, this appropriation shall not be used for such
purposes.’’

I approve this item in the amount of three million eight hundred
twenty-three thousand dollars ($3,823,000).

LEGISLATIVE MISCELLANEQOUS

The item which provides as follows:

“Tor reporting and furnishing daily eopies of transeript of
testimony taken in proceedings before the committee appointed pur-
suant to Resolution number ten of the House of Representatives,

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adopted the seventeenth day of February, one thousand nine hun-
dred and thirty-one, the sum of fifteen thousand six hundred forty
dollars and forty cents ($15,640.40).”

I withhold my approval from this item for the same reasons which
I stated in disapproving Senate Bill 1535 of the 1935 Session (Veto
number fifty-four of the 1935 Session).

The item which provides as follows:

“Tor reporting and transeribing proceedings before the House
Committee to investigate the Pennsylvania Working Home for the
Blind, under Resolution number twenty-nine, First Extraordinary
Session of one thousand nine hundred thirty-six, the sum of three

thousand seven hundred nineteen dollars and seventy cents ($3,-
719.70).”

I approve this item in the amount of three thousand dollars ($3,000).

The item which provides as follows:

““For reporting and transeribing proceedings before the House
Committee to investigate the Fairmount Park Commission, under
Resolution number one hundred fifty-four, session of one thou-
sand nine hundred thirty-five, the sum of eight thousand six
hundred forty-six dollars and forty-six cents ($8,646.46).”

I approve this item in the amount of seven thousand dollars ($7,000).

The item which provides as follows:

“For reporting and transeribing proceedings before the House
Committee to investigate the penal institutions of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania, under Joint Resolution, special session of
one thousand nine hundred thirty-three, the sum of four hundred
ninety-nine dollars and twenty cents ($499.20).”

I withhold my approval from this item because I approved, in the
(eneral Appropriation Act of one thousand nine hundred and thirty-
five, an amount of three hundred fifty dollars ($350)* for this purpose,
which I consideged to be sufficient.

The item which provides as follows:

“‘For the payment of wages and other compensation of employes,
for the payment of expenses of members in attending conferenees,
and for the payment of the general expenses necessary for the
proper conduet of the work of the Commission on Interstate Co-
peration, the sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000), to be paid
on warrants of the Auditor General in favor of the chairman of

said commission. The chairman shall file an accounting of said
expenses with the Auditor General.”’

I approve this item in the amount of seven thousand five hundred
dollars ($7,500).

* S ($350)" Inserted.
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The item which provides as follows:

‘‘For the payment of wages and other compensation of employes,
for the payment of expenses of members in attending conferences,
and for the payment of the general expenses necessary for the
proper conduect of the work of the Interstate Commission on the
Delaware River Basin, ereated by the Commission on Interstate
Codperation, the sum of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000),
to be paid on warrants of the Auditor General in favor of the
chairman of said commission. The chairman of said commission
shall file an accounting of said expenses with the Auditor General.”’

I approve this item in the amount of twenty thousand dollars
($20,000).

The item which provides as follows:

‘“For the payment of wages and other compensation of the em-
ployes and for the payment of general expenses necessary for the
proper conduet of the work of the Joint State Government Com-
mission, the sum of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000), to
be paid on Auditor General warrants drawn in favor of the chair-
man of said committee, on the presentation of his requisition for
the same. The said chairman shall file an accounting of the ex-
penses of the committee with the Auditor General thirty days
after the convening® of the next regular session of the Legislature
following his appointment.”’

I approve this item in the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000).

The General Appropriation Bill, as it was introduced into the Legis-
lature carrying my budget recommendations, totaled one hundred fifty-
four million three hundred twenty-eight thousand four hundred sixteen
dollars and fifty cents** ($154,328,416.50). As it passed the Legislature
it carried a total of one hundred and sixty-one million two hundred
twenty-seven thousand eight hundred thirty-four dollars and twenty-
six cents** ($161,227,834.26). The increase was required to enforce
new legislation principally that affecting the public utilities and gen-
eral labor problems. I have reduced the bill as it was presented to me by
nine hundred twenty-six thousand five dollars and seventy-six cents**
($926,005.76), so that, as approved, it totals one hundred sixty million
three hundred one thousand eight hundred twenty-eight dollars and
fifty cents** ($160,301,828.50). The amount of the reduction—nine
hundred twenty-six thousand five dollars and seventy-six cents**
($926,005.76)—is less than any Governor has been required to reduce
this bill for twenty years. Considering the growth of the State Gov-
ernment during these two decades, I regard this as a remarkable record
of the faithfulness with which the General Assembly of one thousand
nine hundred thirty-seven followed the recommendations of the
Executive Budget.
