Section 2. The deed of conveyance shall be approved
by the Department of Justice and shall be executed by
the Secretary of Property and Supplies in the name
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

AN ACT

To further amend section 1 of the act, approved the twenty-
second day of May, one thousand nine hundred thirty-three
(Pamphlet Laws 851), cntitled “An act fixing the pay and
mileage of jurors and witnesses,” by increasing the compensa-
tion to be received by jurors.

The Gencral Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved the twenty-
second day of May, one thousand nine hundred thirty-
three (Pamphlet Laws 851), entitled ‘‘ An act fixing the
pay and mileage of jurors and witnesses,”’ as last
amended by the act, approved the sixth day of April,
one thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws
398), is hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That from and after
the time this act takes effect, the pay of jurors in this
Commonwealth shall be [five dollars ($5)] seven dollars
($7) per day, together with mileage at the rate of [six
cents (6¢)] seven cents (7¢) for each mile going to and
returning from the county seat.

Section 2. Effective Date.—The provisions of this
act shall become effective as of January 1, 1952.
