AN ACT 

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the 
approval of the Governor, to sell a tract of land situate in Cool­
baugh Township, Monroe County, and owned by the Common­
wealth to the United States of America for use in the military 
defense of the United States of America; authorizing the con­
veyance of such land by deed without warranty and defining 
the method of execution of such deed. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup­
plies is hereby authorized to sell and convey to the 
United States of America, a certain tract of land situate 
in the Township of Coolbaugh, County of Monroe, con­
sisting of fourteen hundred acres, more or less, which 
tract is a portion of the tract known as the 'robyhanna 
Military Reservation conveyed to the Commonwealth by 
the United States of America by quitclaim deed, dated 
the twenty-seventh day of April, one thousand nine hun­
dred forty-nine, and recorded in the recorder's office of 
Monroe County, in Deed Book Volume 171, page 219, 
on the twelfth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
forty-nine, for the purpose of the military defense of the 
United States of America, for such consideration and 
subject to such terms and conditions as shall ·be ap­
proved by the Governor. 

The conveyance authorized by this act shall be by deed 
without warranty, signed and acknowledged by the Sec­
retary of Property and Supplies, approved by the Gov­
ernor, and shall have the Great Seal of the Common­
wealth impressed thereon, duly attested by the Secretary 
of the Commonwealth, and shall also be approved by the 
Attorney General. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
