AN ACT

Providing for the reception as evidence of certification of author-
ized representatives of departments, boards or commissions, at-
testing to the licensure status or non-licensure status of an
individual.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The certification of a duly anthorized rep-
resentative of any administrative department, board or
commission, attesting to the licensure status or non-
licensure status of an individual, as shown by the re-
quired official records, shall be received as evidence in
all courts in this Commonwealth in the trial of any case.

Section 2. The provisions of this aet shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.

AN ACT

Authorizing the Department of Welfare, the Department of
Health, or any departmental administrative board, commission
or officer of either department to proceed by injunction or
other process in the court of common pleas in any county
where an alleged unauthorized activity is committed, to pro-
hibit and restrain any unlicensed person, association, copartner~
ship or corporation from engaging in an activity for which a
license is required to be issued by either department, and setting
out the method of procedure therefor.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Welfare, the Depart-
ment of Health, or any departmental administrative
board, commission or officer of either department, upon
the advice of the Attorney General, may maintain an
action, in the name of the Commonwealth, for an injunc-
tion or other process restraining or prohibiting any per-
son, copartnership, association or corporation from es-
tablishing, conducting or operating, without a license,
any private nursing home, private hospital, private
boarding home, private mental hospital or any other pri-
vate institution whenever a license to engage in such ac-
tivity is required by law and such licenses are issued by
the department instituting suit.



SESSION OF 1951.

Section 2. Any such action shall be instituted in the
court of common pleas in any county where the alleged
unauthorized activity is committed. The court may issue
a temporary restraining order or injunction under the
act, but shall determine any such action on its merits
as soon as possible, whether in term or in vacation. Ap-
peal from any final decision of such court to the Supe-
rior or Supreme Court shall be as in similar cases.

Section 3. No bond shall be required of, and no costs
shall be taxed against, the Department of Welfare, the
Department of Health, or any departmental administra-
tive board, commission or officer of either department on
account of any such action.

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall be con-
strued as supplementary to all other acts dealing with
the same subject matter. No action brought under the
provisions of this act shall prevent the prosecution or
institution of any civil or eriminal action otherwise pro-
vided by law for violation of any licensing act or de-
partmental rule or regulation promulgated thereunder.
