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struction, other officers of the State government, courts,

''unincorporated bank, '' and in the case of an employes' 
mutual banking association, the words '' employes' 
mutual.'' The name of a bank or private bank shall 
not contain the words ''trust,'' or ''savings,'' and the 
name of a savings bank shall not contain the word 
"trust." The name of an institution shall not contain

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any word which may deceptively lead to the conclusion 
that it is authorized to perform any act or conduct any 
business which is forbidden to it by law, by its charter, 
or otherwise. The name of an institution shall not con­
tain the words ''Government,'' ''Official,'' ''Federal,'' 
"National," "United States," or abbreviations thereof. 

The name of an institution shall not be the same as, 
or deceptively similar to, that of any other corporation 
authorized to transact business in this Commonwealth, 
or the name of any unincorporated body whatsoever, 
voluntarily registered with the Department of State 
under any act, unless such other corporation or unin­
corporated body is about to change its name, or to cease 
doing business, or is being wound up, or, in the case of 
a foreign corporation, is about to withdraw from doing 
business in this Commonwealth, and the written consent 
of such other corporation or unincorporated body to 
the adoption of its name, or a deceptively similar name, 
has been given and is filed with the Department of State 
and with the Department of Ban king. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
