The name of an institution shall not be the same as, 
or deceptively similar to, that of any other corporation 
authorized to transact business in this Commonwealth, 
or the name of any unincorporated body whatsoever, 
voluntarily registered with the Department of State 
under any act, unless such other corporation or unin­
corporated body is about to change its name, or to cease 
doing business, or is being wound up, or, in the case of 
a foreign corporation, is about to withdraw from doing 
business in this Commonwealth, and the written consent 
of such other corporation or unincorporated body to 
the adoption of its name, or a deceptively similar name, 
has been given and is filed with the Department of State 
and with the Department of Ban king. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.

(b) Black bass, or small mouth bass, or large mouth 
bass, otherwise called Oswego, green, or yellow bass, 
less than nine inches in length ;

AN ACT 

To amend section 714 of the act, approved the third day of June, 
one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1225), 
entitled "An act concerning game and other wild birds and wild 
animals; and amending, revising, consolidating, and changing 
the law relating thereto," by further regulating the possession 
and transportation of big game. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 714 of the act, approved the third 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven 
(Pamphlet Laws 1225), entitled "An act concerning 
game and other wild birds and wild animals; and 
amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the 
law relating thereto,'' is hereby amended to read as 
:follows: 

Section 714. Transporting Big Game.-It is unlaw­
ful for any person or for any common carrier, or his 
or its *agent, to ship or transport big game of any kind, 
unless the carcass shall in all instances have attached 
thereto a card or marker, bearing, in English, the name 
and address of the owner, his license and county number 
if the license bears such number with the name of the 
county wherein the same was killed.
