AN ACT

To further amend the title and section 1 of the act, approved the
twenty-eighth day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-
five (Pamphlet Laws 477), entitled, as amended, “An act pro-
viding for the payment of the salary, medical and hospital ex-
penses of policemen and firemen by cities, boroughs, towns, and
townships who are injured in the performance of their duty, and
providing that absence durlng such injury shall not reduce any
usual sick leave period,” by extending the provisions thereof to
park guards.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:
Section 1. The title of the act, approved the twenty-

eighth day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty--

five (Pamphlet Laws 477), entitled, as amended, ‘‘An
act providing for the payment of the salary, medical
and hospital expenses of policemen and firemen by
cities, boroughs, towns, and townships who are injured
in the performance of their duty; and providing that
absence during such injury shall not reduce any usual
sick leave period,”’ as last amended by the act, ap-
proved the twenty-ninth day of March, one thousand
nine hundred forty-five (Pamphlet Laws 100), is hereby
further amended to read as follows:

AN ACT

Providing for the payment of the salary, medical and
hospital expenses of policemen, [and] firemen and
park guards by cities, boroughs, towns, and townships
who are injured in the performance of their duty;
and providing that absence during such injury shall
not reduce any usual sick leave period.

Section *2. Section 1 of said act, as last amended by
the act, approved the eleventh day of May, one thousand
nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1081), i
hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That any policeman,
{or] fireman or park guard of any city, borough, town
or township, who is injured in the performance of his
duties including, in the case of firemen, duty as special
fire police, and by reason thereof is temporarily in-
capacitated from performing his duties, shall be paid
by the municipality, by which he is employed, his full
rate of salary, as fixed by the ordinance or resolution,
until the disability arising therefrom has ceased. All
medical and hospital bills, ineurred in conneetion with
any such injury, shall be paid by such municipality.
During the time salary for temporary incapacity shall

be paid by the city, borough, town or township, any
workmen’s compensation, received or collected by a
policeman, [or] fireman or park guard for such period,
shall be turned over to such eity, borough, town or town-
ship, and paid into the treasury thereof, and if such pay-
ment shall not be so made by the policeman, {or] fire-
man or park guard, the amount so due the city, borough,
town or township shall be deducted from any salary
then or thereafter becoming due and owing.

To amend the act, approved the third day of June, one thousand
nine hundred thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1333), entitled “An
act concerning elections, including general, municipal, special
and primary elections, the nomination of candidates, primary
and election expenses and election contests; creating and defin-
ing membership of county boards of elections; imposing duties
upon the Secretary of the Commonwealth, courts, county boards
of elections, county commissioners; imposing penalties for viola-
tion of the act, and codifying, revising and consolidating the
laws relating thereto; and repealing certain acts and parts of
acts relating to elections,” by providing for the filing of nomi-
nation petitions of candidates for district councilmen in cities of
the first class and of nomination papers in electoral districts
newly created,

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause (d) of section 912 of the act, ap-
proved the third day of June, one thousand nine hun-
dred thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1333), entitled ‘‘An
act concerning elections, including general, municipal,
special and primary elections, the nomination of candi-
dates, primary and election expenses and election con-
tests; creating and defining membership of county
boards of elections; imposing duties upon the Secretary
of the Commonwealth, courts, county boards of elec-
tions, county commissioners; imposing penalties for vio-
lation of the act, and codifying, revising and econsoli-
dating the laws relating thereto; and repealing certain
acts and parts of acts relating to eleetions,’”’ is hereby
amended to read as follows:
