SESSION OF 1951.

The act, approved the thirteenth day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 988),
entitled ‘‘An act providing for and regulating the State
registration of nurses and licensed attendants, the an-
nual recording of registration certificates; and regulat-
ing the profession of nursing; and repealing certain ex-
isting laws,’’ except in so far as it applies to licensed
attendants.

All other aets and parts of acts are hereby repealed
in so far as they are inconsistent with the provisions of
this act.

Section 17. The provisions of this act shall become ef-
fective immediately upon final enactment; but section
three shall not become operative until the first day of
November, one thousand nine hundred fifty-two.

AN ACT

To further amend sections 202, 418 and 1310 of the act, approved
the ninth day of April, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws 177), entitled “An act providing for and reor-
ganizing the conduct of the execufive and administrative work
of the Commonwealth by the Executive Department thereof
and the administrative departments, boards, commissions, and
officers thereof, including the boards of trustees of State Normal
Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creating, reorganizing
or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative de-
partments, boards, and commissions; defining the powers and
duties of the Governor and other executive and administrative
officers, and of the several administrative departments, boards,
commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and adminis-
trative officers; providing for the appointment of certain
administrative officers, and of all deputies and other assistants
and employes in certain departments, boards, and commissions;
and prescribing the manner in which the number and compensa-
tion of the deputies and all other assistants and employes of
certain departments, boards and commissions shall be de-
termined,” by changing the name of the State Board of
Examiners for Registration of Nurses.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. As much as relates to the Department of
Public Instruction of *section two hundred two of the
act, approved the ninth day of April, one thousand nine
hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 177), entitled
““An act providing for and reorganizing the conduct of
the executive and administrative work of the Common-
wealth by the Executive Department thereof and the ad-
ministrative departments, boards, ecommissions, and

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officers thereof, including the boards of trustees of State
Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creat-
ing, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of
certain administrative departments, boards, and com-
missions ; defining the powers and duties of the Governor
and other executive and administrative officers, and of
the several administrative departments, boards, commis-
sions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and
administrative officers; providing for the appointment
of certain administrative officers, and of all deputies
and other assistants and employes in certain depart-
ments, boards, and commissions; and preseribing the
manner in which the number and compensation of the
deputies and all other assistants and employes of certain
departments, boards and commissions shall be deter-
mined,’’ as last amended by the acts, approved the ninth
day of May, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws 1003), the twelfth day of May, one
thousand mnine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws
1289), and the twenty-third day of May, one thousand
nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1717), is
hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 202. Departmental Administrative Boards,

Section 2. Section 418 of said aet, as last amended
by the act, approved the second day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 781),
is hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 418. State Board of Nurse Examiners [for
Registration of Nurses].—The State Board of Nurse
Examiners [for Registration of Nurses] shall consist
of the Superintendent of Public Instruction, and five
members, who shall be registered nurses, graduated from
schools of nursing where practical and theoretical in-
struction is given in general surgical and medical nurs-
ing, and who shall have been engaged in nursing in the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for at least five years
since registration.

The Governor shall, upon the expiration of the term
of office of any member, appoint a person, with the
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above specified qualifications, from a list of not less than
ten names submitted to him by the board of directors of
the Pennsylvania State Nurses’ Association, for a term
of six years, and until a successor is appointed and
qualified. Vacancies shall be filled in like manner.

Three members of the board shall constitute a quorum,
and the board shall select, from among its members, a
chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not be
a member of the board.

The board, with the approval of the Superintendent
of Public Instruction, shall also appoint and fix the
compensation of one or more State educational advisors
of schools of nursing, who shall have the same qualifica-
tions as the members of the board.

The members of the board, other than the Super-
intendent of Public Instruction, shall receive fifteen
dollars per diem, when actually engaged in the trans-
action of official business, and the secretary shall receive
such reasonable compensation as shall be determined by
the board, with the approval of the Superintendent of
Public Instruction.

Section 3. Section 1310 of said act, as last amended
by the acts, approved the twelfth day of May, one
thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws
1289), and the twenty-third day of May, one thousand
nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1717), is
hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 1310. Professional Examining Boards.—The
professional examining boards within the Department
of Public Instruction shall, respectively, exercise the
rights and powers, and perform the duties, by law vested
in and imposed upon them: Provided, however, That all
certificates and official documents of such examining
boards shall be issued by the Department of Public In-
struction, but may be signed by the members of the
appropriate board, or any of them, as determined by
such board.

Subject to the preceding provisions of this section,
and to any other inconsistent *provisions in this act
contained:

The State Board of Medical Examination and Licen-
sure shall continue to exercise the powers, and perform
the duties by law, vested in and imposed upon the said
board and the Bureau of Medical Examination and Li-
censure in the Department of Public Instruction;

The State Board of Pharmacy shall continue to exer-
cise the powers, and perform the duties, by law vested
in and imposed upon the said board ;

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The State Dental Council and Ezxamining Board
shall continue to exercise the powers, and perform the
duties, by law vested in and imposed upon the said
board, the State Dental Council and the Board of
Dental Examiners for the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania;

The State Board of Optometrical Examiners shall con-
tinue to exercise the powers, and perform the duties, by
law vested in and imposed upon the said board and the
Board of Optometrical Education, Examination and
Ticensure;

The State Board of Osteopathic Examiners shall con-
tinue to exercise the powers, and perform the duties, by
law vested in and imposed upon the said board and the
State Board of Osteopathic Examiners of Pennsylvania;

The Osteopathic Surgeons’ Examining Board shall
continue to exercise the powers, and perform the duties,
by law vested in and imposed upon the said board;

The State Board of Nurse Examiners [for Registra-
tion of Nurses] shall continue to exercise the powers,
and perform the duties, by law vested in and imposed
upon the said board and the State Board of Examiners
for Registration of Nurses;

The State Board of Cosmetology shall exercise the
powers, and perform the duties, by law vested in and
imposed upon the said board;

The State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners
shall continue to exercise the powers, and perform the
duties, by law vested in and imposed upon the said
board ;

The State Board of Examination of Public Account-
ants shall continue to exercise the powers, and perform
the duties, by law vested in and imposed upon the said
board;

The State Board of Examiners of Architects shall con-
tinue to exercise the powers, and perform the duties, by
by law vested in and imposed upon the said board;

The State Registration Board for Professional Engi-
neers shall continue to exercise the powers, and perform
the duties, by law vested in and imposed upon the said
board;

The State Board of Chiropractic Examiners shall con-
tinue to exercise the powers, and perform the duties,
by law vested in and imposed upon the said board.

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon its final enactment.
