Section 9. The per capita rate of the appropriation 
for the education and maintenance of the children ad­
mitted [in the Pennsylvania Soldiers Orphans' Indus· 
trial School] to the Scotland School for Veterans' Chil­
dren shall not exceed the sum of two hundred * dollars 
per annum.
