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ernment respecting action to be taken by the Common­
wealth or such State public body pursuant to any of the 
powers granted by this act ; and 

( e) Do any and all things necessary or convenient 
to aid and cooperate in the redevelopment undertaken 
by a redevelopment authority; 

(f) In connection with any public improvements made 
by the Commonwealth or a State public body in exer­
cising the powers herein granted, the Commonwealth or 
such State public body, may incur the entire expense 
thereof; 

(g) The Secretary of Property and Supplies is author­
ized, with the approval of the Governor and the: Attorney 
General, to execute and deliver on behalf of the Common­
wealth, conveyances, dee;ds and leases authorized under 
the provisions of subsection (a) of this section. 

Section 3. Every dedication, sale, conveyance and 
lease of any of its property heretofore made by the Com­
monwealth or any State public body to any redevelop­
ment authority for any purpose authorized by this act 
and the titles transferred thereby, if valid in other re­
spects, is hereby made valid notwithstanding any defect 
in the title of the act amended hereby. 

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall become ef­
fective immediately upon final enactment.
