power and authority, with the approval of the De-
partment of Publie Instruction, to enter into contracts
with the State Public School Building Authority to
lease as lessee from the Authority any school building
or any improvement thereto, and the furnishings and
equipment thereof, constructed by the Authority, for
a term not exceeding forty (40) years, at such rental
or rentals as may be determined by the Authority, and
upon the execution of a contract or contracts for the

. construction of, *or during the period of construction of,
or upon the completion of such school buildings or im-
provements and the furnishings and equipment thereof,
the school district shall have power and authority to lease
the same as lessee, for a term not exceeding forty (40)
years, at such rental or rentals as may be determined by
the Authority. There shall be included in the annual
budget of all school districts an appropriation to meet
the amount of such rental or rentals.

Any school distriet shall have the power and authority
to pay for operation and maintenance of any school
building or any improvement thereto, and furnishings

. and equipment thereof, leased as lessee by it from the
Authority under the provisions of the first paragraph of
this section.

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.

AN ACT

To add section 808.1 to the act, approved the third day of June,
one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1225),
entitled “An act concerning game and other wild birds and
wild animals; and amending, revising, consolidating, and chang-
ing the law relating thereto,” by prohibiting certain acts relating
to hunting and trapping and the discharge of weapons in ceme-
teries and burial grounds.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Article VIII of the act, approved the third
day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven
(Pamphlet Laws 1225), entitled ‘‘An act concerning
game and other wild birds and wild animals; and
amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the

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law relating thereto,’’ is hereby amended by adding, im-
mediately following section 808 thereof, a new section
to read as follows:

Section 808.1. Prohibiting Shooting, Hunting, elc.,
within Cemeteries and Burial Grounds.—It is unlawful
at any time for any person, except as hereinafter pro-
vided, to hunt, or trap or attempt to trap, wild birds or
wild animals of eny kind, or to shoot or discharge any
firearm or other deadly weapon, or to dress oul wild
game, within any cemetery or burial grounds.

Any game protector or his authorized agent may
caplure, kill, or remove, game or vermin from a cemetery
when requested or authorized to do so by the authorities
thereof, and *firearms may be discharged therein by or
under the jurisdiction of any veterans orgamization as
part of any memorial or honorary services.

Any person who shall violate any of the provisions
of this section shall, upon conviction, be sentenced to
pay a fine of ten dollars for the first offense, and twenty-
five dollars for each subsequent offense, and costs of
prosecution.

To further amend the act, approved the thirteenth day of May,
one thousand nine hundred twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws 644),
entitled “An act relating to and regulating the solicitation of
moneys and property for charltable, religious, benevolent,
humane, and patriotic purposes,” by transferring the adminis-
tration and enforcement of the provisions of the act from the
?epartment of Welfare to the Department of Public Instruec-

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Sections 1, 3, 4, 5 and 9 of the act, ap-
proved the thirteenth day of May, one thousand nine
hundred twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws 644), entitled ‘‘An
act relating to and regulating the solicitation of moneys
and property for -charitable, religious, benevolent,
humane, and patriotic purposes,”’ as amended by the
act, approved the twentieth day of June, one thousand
nine hundred thirty-five (Pamphlet Laws 358), are
hereby further amended t{o read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That thirty days after
the approval of this aet it shall be unlawful for any
person, copartnership, association, or corporation, except
in accordance with the provisions of this act, to appeal
to the public for donations or subscriptions in money
