Section 1103. Powers of Local Authorities.-

(b) Local authorities in cities of the first class, sec­

ond class, second class A and third class, townships of 
the first class, and boroughs, in their respective jurisdic­
tions, shall have the authority to provide, by ordinance, 
for the removal and impounding of any vehicle parked 
on the streets, highways, or public property of such city 
in violation of any local ordinance, adopted pursuant 
to the authority of this act or of any of the provisions 
of this act.

To amend section one thousand one hundred nine of the act, 
approved the tenth day of March, one thousand nine hundred 
forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled "An act relating to the 
public school system, including certain provisions applicable as 
well to private and parochial schools; amending, revising, con­
solidating and changing the laws relating thereto," by providing 
for qualifications of certain principals. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 



SESSION OF 1951. 

Section 1. Section one thousand one hundred nine 
of the act, approved the tenth day of March, one thou­
sand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), en­
titled ''An act relating to the public school system, in­
cluding certain provisions applicable as well to private 
and parochial schools; amending, revising, consolidating 
and changing the laws relating thereto,'' is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

Section 1109. Qualifications.-Every teacher em­
ployed to teach in the public schools of this Common­
wealth must be a person of good moral character, must 
be at least eighteen years of age, and must be a citizen 
of the United States: Provided, That citizenship may 
be waived in the case of exchange teachers not per­
manently employed, and teachers employed for the pur­
pose of teaching foreign languages. 

Every principal appointed after August thirty-first, 
one thousand nine hundred fifty-three, employed in the 
public schools of this Commonwealth, who devotes one­
half or more of his time to supervision and administra­
tion, shall be properly certificated by the Department of 
Public Instruction in accordance with such standards 
as the State Council of Education may establish.
