LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 182 

AN ACT 

Requiring wells and cisterns to be covered or sealed; and pro­
viding penalties. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. In any case where the opening of a well 
or cistern constructed or used for the purpose of water 
supply is approximately at the level of the immediately 
surrounding ground surface, any person owning or in 
possession of the land upon which the well or cistern is 
located shall cover or seal the well or cistern with such 
suitable covering as will protect all users of the land 
upon which the well or cistern exists against possible 
harm or injury which may arise from falling into such 
well or cistern. 

Section 2. Any person violating any of the provisions 
of this act shall, upon summary conviction thereof before 
a magistrate, be sentenced to pay a fine of not more than 
twenty-five dollars ($25), and in default of the payment 
of the fine and costs shall be sentenced to imprisonment 
for not more than ten (10) days.
