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sharp or rough surfaces or materials, hot, corrosive or 
poisonous substances, acids or caustics and injurious light 
rays they shall be provided with and shall wear goggles, 
othe~ head and eye protectors, gloves, leggings, and 
other personal protective devices.

Section 403. Use of Money in Sinking Fund; Invest­
ment.-The money or other assets in the sinking fund 
shall be applied to the payment of any taxes covenanted 
to be paid on the general obligation bonds for the pay-
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ment of which such fund was created, to the payment 
of interest on such bonds and to the payment of the 
principal of such bonds at their maturity. Any *moneys 
in the sinking fund not needed for the time being for 
any of the above purposes may be invested in obligations 
issued by the United States of America and general ob­
ligation bonds of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
or any political subdivision thereof, or in deposits in 
banking institutions or in shares of building and loan 
associations or federal savings and loan associations, the 
deposits or shares of which are insured by the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation or the Federal Savings 
and Loan Insurance Corporation, respectively, and 
which deposits or shares shall at no time exceed the maxi­
mum amount so insured. The moneys and other assets 
held in the sinking fund shall not be used for any other 
purpose, except for such other investment purposes as 
may be specifically authorized by law. 

Any investments including bonds of the municipality 
held in the sinking fund may be sold at any time by the 
body, board or commission having the management and 
control of such sinking fund. 

Nothing contained in this section shall be construed to 
require the sale of any obligations, bonds or notes legally 
held in a sinking fund at the time this act takes effect.
