AN ACT 

To further amend section 1188 of the act, approved the tenth 
day of March, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet 
Laws 30), entitled "An act relating to the public school system, 
including certain provisions applicable as well to private and 
parochial schools; amending, revising, consolidating and chang­
ing the laws relating thereto," by extending provisions for 
compensation for attendance at meetings of teachers. 
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The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn- "Public School 
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: Code of 1949·" 

Section 1. Section 1188 of the act, approved the 
tenth day of March, one thousand nine hundred forty­
nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled "An act relating to 
the public school system, including certain provisions 
applicable as well to private and parochial schools; 
amending, revising, consolidating and changing the laws 
relating thereto,'' as amended by the act, approved the 
second day of May, one thousand nine hundred forty-
nine (Pamphlet Laws 806), is hereby further amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 1188. Compensation of Teachers Attend­
ing.-In each school district under the jurisdiction of a 
county superintendent and in each school district of the 
third class under the jurisdiction of a district super­
intendent, whose teachers are required fo attend meet­
ings called by the county superintendent, the board of 
school directors shall pay, from the funds of the school 
district, to each teacher employed in such school district 
who has been in attendance at a meeting of the teachers, 
called by the county superintendent as herein provided, 
five dollars ($5.00) for each half of a day during which 
such teacher was in attendance at such meeting. Such 
compensation shall not in any one year exceed twenty 
dollars ($20.00) per teacher. This payment shall be in 
addition to the compensation provided in the teacher's 
contract with the school district. Such payments shall 
be based upon the official attendance record made by 
the county superintendent to the board of school 
directors. 

The time spent by teachers at a teacher's meeting, 
caUed by a county superintendent as herein provided, 
shall not be considered as days taught, nor lessen the 
number of days in the minimum school term as herein 
required.

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become Act effective 
effective on the first day of July, one thousand nine July 1• 1951.
