Section 625. Discharge of Flobert Rifles, ete. in
Cities and Boroughs.—Whoever discharges, on the
streets or alleys, of any city or borough, a flobert rifle,
air gun, spring gun, or any implement which impels
with force a metal pellet of any kind shall, upon con-
viction thereof in a summary proeeeding, be sentenced
to pay a fine not exceeding fifty dollars ($50), and in
default of the payment of such fine, and costs, shall be
sentenced to imprisonment not exceeding thirty (30)
days. This section shall mot be construed to prohibit
any municipality from graniing special permission to
the chief of police, or persons designated by him, to dis-
charge on the streets or alleys of such municipality a
flobert rifle, air gun, spring gun, firearms, or any imple-
ment which impels with force a metal pellet of any kind,
for a particular purpose.
