To further amend section 1803 of the act, approved the ninth day
of April, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws 177), entitled “An act providing for and reorganizing the
conduct of the executive and administrative work of the Com-
monwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the
administrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers
thereof, including the boards of trustees of State Normal
Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creating, reorganizing
or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative de-
partments, boards, and commissions; defining the powers and
duties of the Governor and other executive and administrative
officers, and of the several administrative departments, boards,
commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and ad-
ministrative officers; providing for the appointment of certain
administrative officers, and of all deputies and others assistants
and employes in certain departments, boards, and commissions;

To provide for an additional law judge of the court of common
pleas in the seventh judicial district.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. In addition to the judges provided for
in the act, approved the twenty-first day of May, one
thousand nine hundred thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws 167),
entitled ‘‘An aet to designate the several judieial
districts of the Commonwealth as required by the
Constitution, and to provide for the election and com-
missioning of judges, learned in the law, for the said dis-
tricts,”” an additional law judge is hereby authorized
and provided for the court of common pleas of the
seventh judieial distriet, who shall possess the same
qualifications which are required by the Constitution
and laws for the president judge of the court of common
pleas of said district, and who shall hold his office for
a like term and by the same tenure and shall have the
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Courts,
