Upon his or her death, his or ker employe’s
annuity, his or her State annuity, or his or her super-
annuation retirement allowance shall be continued
throughout the life of and paid to such person as he or
she shall nominate by written designation, duly acknowl-
edged, and filed with the retirement board at the time
of his or her superannuation retirement.
