(b) Any claim for the expenses of support, mainte-
nanee, assistance and burial of [an indigent] @ person,
and for the support, maintenance, assistance and dburigl
of his spouse and minor children, held by any public
body or public agenecy, shall have the same forece and
effect against the real and personal estate of a deceased
[indigent] person as other debts of a decedent, and shall
be ascertained and recovered in the same manner.
