AN ACT

Providing for appeals from the decisions of civil service boards
and commissions in cities.

The (teneral Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. All decisions of the civil service board or
commission in any city shall be subject to appeal to the
court of common pleas or the county court of the county
in which the city is located. The appeal may be taken,
by any employe aggrieved thereby, at any time within
thirty days after the decision has been entered of record.

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts are hereby re-
pealed in so far as they are inconsistent with the provi-
sions of this act.

Section 3. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.

AN ACT

To further amend section two of the act, approved the twenty-
second day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-one
(Pamphlet Laws 720), entitled “An act providing for the taking
over by the Commonwealth, under certain terms, conditions
and limitations, of certain streets in cities of the second class,
second class A, and third class as State highways, and for the
improvement, construction, reconstruction, resurfacing and
maintenance by the Commonwealth of certain defined widths
of said streets; imposing duties on such cities and on public
utility companies using such streets; providing that no assess-
ment shall be made upon the Commonwealth in the elimination
of any grade crossing thereon; authorizing ecities, persons,
associations, or corporations to enter into agreements with
the Commonwealth to bear a portion of the cost of construc-
tion or maintenance; providing for the assessment of certain
portions of the cost of street improvements on abutting prop-
erty owners; regulating the replacement of certain facilities of
public utility companies; prohibiting the opening of said streets
after improvement without a permit, and providing penalty
therefor; regulating the maintenance of detours; authorizing
the increase of city indebtedness in certain cases; and appro-
priating money in the Motor License Fund for the purposes
of this act,” by changing or deleting certain routes and adding

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:
