Section one of the act, approved the 
eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
forty-five (Pamphlet Laws 809), entitled "An act re­
moving certain roads or sections of road from the State 
highway system; and providing for their future main­
tenance and construction,'' is hereby further amended 
by adding certain additional roads to be removed from 
the State highway system, as follows: 

Section 1. The following described roads, which were 
added to the State highway system under the provisions 
of the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of April, 
one thousand nine hundred twenty-seven (Pamphlet
