The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: o .

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved the twenty-
fifth day of June, one thousand nine hundred forty-
seven (Pamphlet Laws 938), entitled ‘‘An act relating
to the annual salaries and ecompensation of certain
county officers of counties of the seventh class,’’ is hereby
amended to read as follows: o

Section 1. That in counties of the seventh class the
annual salary of the sheriff shall be [three thousand,
three hundred dollars ($3,300)] four thousand dollars
($4000). - -

The district attorney shall receive an annual salary
depending upon the population of the county, as fol-
lows: (a) twenty thousand (20,000) and more, but less
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than thirty thousand (30,000), [one thousand, six hun-
dred fifty dollars ($1,650)] two thousand five hundred
dollars ($2500) ; (b) thirty thousand (30,000) and more,
but less than forty thousand (40,000), [one thousand,
nine hundred eighty dollars ($1,980)] three thousand
dollars ($3,000) ; (e) forty thousand (40,000) and more,
but less than fifty thousand (50,000), [two thousand,
three hundred ten dollars ($2,310)] three thousand five
hundred dollars ($3,500).

The annual salary of each county commissioner shall
be [one thousand, one hundred dollars ($1,100)] fwo
thousand two hundred dollars ($2,200).
