AN ACT

To amend subsection (b) of section 1403 of the act, approved the
third day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven
(Pamphlet Laws 1333), entitled “An act concerning elections,
including general, municipal, special and primary elections, the
nomination of candidates, primary and election expenses and
election contests; creating and defining membership of county
boards of elections; imposing duties upon the Secretary of the
Commonwealth, courts, county boards of elections, county
commissioners; imposing penalties for violation of the act, and
codifying, revising and consolidating the laws relating thereto;
and repealing certain acts and parts of acts relating to elections,”
by further providing for the composition of the return board.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 1403 of the act,
approved the third day of June, one thousand nine hun-
dred thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1333), entitled ‘‘An
act concerning elections, including general, municipal,
special and primary elections, the nomination of candi-
dates, primary and election expenses and election con-
tests ; creating and defining membership of county boards
of elections; imposing duties upon the Secretary of the
Commonwealth, courts, county boards of elections, county
commissioners; imposing penalties for violation of the
act, and codifying, revising and consolidating the laws
relating thereto; and repealing certain acts and parts
of acts relating to elections,’’ is hereby amended to read
as follows:

(b) If any member of the county board of any county
shall be a candidate for any nomination or election to
public office, he shall not act as a member of said board
for the computation and canvassing of returns, but the
other members, if qualified, shall act; and in case in any
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county there are not at least a majority of the members
of said board so qualified, two (2) or more judges of the
court of common pleas shall be designated by said court
to act as a return board, provided that neither of them
is a candidate for any nomination or election to public
office; and if there shall be only one judge of such court
in such county or if less than two two (2) judges ares
qualified and able to act in such county, any judge who
is qualified may act alone, and if there be none qualified,
the prothonotary of such county shall act as the return
board, and if the prothonotary shall be a candidate for
any nomination or election to any public office, then the
sheriff of the county shall act as the return board, and
if the sheriff shall be a candidate for any nomination or
election to any public office, then the president judge
of the court of common pleas in such county shall make
a written request to the Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court for the assignment of a judge from another judicial
district who shall act as the return board.

AN ACT

To further amend the act, approved the third day of June, one
thousand nine hundred thlrty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 1333) en-
titled “An act concermng elections, mcludmg general, mumclpal
special and primary elections, the nomination of candidates,
primary and election expenses and election contests; creatlng
and defining membership of county boards of electlons, im-
posing duties upon the Secretary of the Commonwealth, courts,
county boards of elections, county commissioners; imposing
penalties for viclation of the act, and ecodifying, revising and
consolidating the laws relating thereto and repealing certain
acts and parts of acts relating to electlons by further regu-
lating the date of the primary election.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Seection 603 of the act, approved the third
day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven
(Pamphlet Laws 1333), entitled ‘‘An act concerning
