To amend the act, approved the twelfth day of April, one thou­
sand nine hundred fifty-one (Act No. 21), entitled "An act 
relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed 
beverages; amending, revising, consolidating and changing the 
laws relating thereto; regulating and restricting the manu­
facture, purchase, sale, possession, consumption, importation, 
transportation, furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, 
traffic in and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt, and 
brewed beverages and the persons engaged or employed there­
in; defining the powers and duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor 
Control Board; providing for the establishment and operation 
of State liquor stores, for the payment of certain license fees 
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to the respective municipalities and townships, for the abate­
ment of certain nuisances and, in certain cases, for search and 
seizure without warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures; 
providing for local option, and repealing existing laws," by 
further regulating and limiting the issuance of distributors' 
and importing distributors' licenses, and changing residence 
requirements for stock ownership in corporations licensed as 
malt and brewed beverage manufacturers, distributors and im­
porting distributors. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

(b) The board shall issue to any reputable person 
who applies therefor, pays the license fee hereinafter 
prescribed, and files the bond hereinafter required, a dis­
tributor's or importing distributor's license for the place 
which such person desires to maintain for the sale of 
malt or brewed beverages, not for consumption on the 
premises where sold, and in quantities of not less than 
[a case of] twenty-four containers, each container hold­
ing seven fluid ounces or more, or [a case of] twelve con­
tainers, each container holding twenty-four fluid ounces 
or more, and such containers to be the original contain­
ers as prepared for the market by the manufacturer at 
the place of manufacture. 

Such license shall authorize the holder thereof to sell

( c) The aforesaid licenses shall be issued only to 
reputable individuals, partnerships and associations who 
are, or whose members are, citizens of the United States 
and have for two years prior to the date of their appli­
cations been residents of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania, or to reputable corporations organized or duly 
registered under the laws of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania. Such licenses shall be issued to corporations
